f) In the meantime, while going to a private party, to dance and enjoy myself with my misses at the time, meant to us, that we would unforgettable be travelling on our way to our pre-arranged destination; -
g) On the 12/01/2013 there was to be a private party that took place, in and around the surrounding areas of Canary Wharf.
h) I got invited to attend to it,
i) So, I went to the party with my partner.
j) In this instance, other, people who were occupying a building were treating it as their home; this was being granted and obtained under a section 144 LASPO notice.
k) On this night, when driving to our destination the police used a wrongly entered intelligence report that had prior got inputted into the police national computer, which explained that there was no insurance policy for my vehicle, but there was a policy in place for me to be driving.
l) It had been dark at night
m) I was far away from my home,
n) On this one of many occasions of being pulled over by the police, I felt quite lucky even low insured not to get my car seized afterwards or end up being arrested, not to forget the possibility of both occurrences actuarially taking place towards my person, as to my past experiences with the police, I have learnt that this would be normal in most police cases, when they get involved with I or other members of the public.

q) At the end of everything and after spending time with the police officers, the police did finally release me to go and I didn’t end up getting arrested.
r) I knew that the police officers at the time who got involved in pulling me over could have used their powers of law, correctly, or incorrectly, so with this in mind, I for the most parts of our confrontation stayed charmed, as I knew that the officers of the law could have manipulated their power of law, so for it to be; in any form of a crooked way, as has prior happened to me before and this is to be inclusive of other people,
s) I did not want the police to detain me and or my vehicle at the roadside, so I stayed relaxed and humble!
t) After the Police had driven off and left us alone, I continued to my destination.
u) In the first moments, once we arrived, I and my civil partner settled in with our friends, for the next few hours we had an enjoyable night,
v) when suddenly, at around 200 Hours; clearly; the UK GMT time zone, one intoxicated, drunk man came up behind me and hit me across the back of the head,
w) my first reaction was to defend myself from his be crazed actions and this is what I did.
x) The drunken man attacked me with a glass bottle hitting me from behind on the back of my head and in a truth of a true reality, it was lucky that I was not turning around at the time.

z) In the moments of me acting in self-defence I and this person had a brawl against each other and in me taking control of the moments of the incident,
aa) I ended up attending the Royal London Hospital soon after, this was for me to get some surgical stitches applied, because I had hurt my head in the beginning.
ab) Part of my personal upset is that, now since the day of this incident, somehow, some way, some government official, has used these incidents in the year of 2014 till 2020 to obtain an Asbo Court Order against me.
ac) which deprives me of my freedom of legal rights.
ad) 2016 in an appeal stage trespass never got submitted in the first part of the Asbo application.
ae) The police have also induced extra intel into the Asbo folder but may not have reopened the true Crimint.

· The company is not yet trading, but I aim to trade soon
· I was placed in the care system as a child, and I try to help vulnerable people.
· I know what it is like to have to fend for yourself.
· I exhibit letters of proof that I have helped homeless people as exhibit SC/2.

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	· I believe that this application is an attempt by members of the police and local Authority to find me guilty of offences I have not committed in turn having an effect on my health and stopping me from developing my company, and it is not acceptable or reasonable. I am in the process of developing a business plan for a festival at Barley lands in Essex. I had planned to have this event in 2014, however, the stress of the ongoing ASBO proceedings have stopped me from putting this festival on. I exhibit a draft business plan as exhibit SC/3, and a business submission form for a community festival as exhibit SC/4.

· I was once arrested by members of the police outside White Sands Nightclub on 14th November 2013 at Brixton Hill, and I had my van seized.
· The reason given for stopping me was that I had "tools of the trade” in my van and my insurance did not cover driving a vehicle on this basis.
· My vehicle was seized as it was alleged that I did not have insurance.
· I was actually insured at the time, and there were no tools in my van.

1. Police were called to Ellesmere Street E14
· where an informant had seen a group of males load a flat screen TV into the rear of a white Ford Transit panel van Vrm CX52 JRX.
· The informant was a local resident and was particularly concerned as her neighbour had been recently burgled.
· The vehicle was in Ellesmere Street junction of Upper North Sheet
· There could see there were 4 males sat in tire front cab.
· The person in the driving seat was a light skinned ic3 male (sus)
· Police parked behind the van and Pc Aston got out the car to get around to the van.
· As he rounded our car the van pulled to the right toward Upper North Street.
· Pc Aston was now in front of the van and the van stopped.
· Pc Scott opened the car door to speak to the driver and he said, ‘What the fuck do you want, you can’t stop me’
· We identified ourselves as a police officer by displaying my warrant card and he continued to say ‘you have no power to stop me what are your powers’
· It was explained why we were there and why we had stopped him.
· Pie remained aggressive saying that we did not know how to do our job and that we had no power to search him.
· The oilier males in the van were telling the male to calm down and let us get on with it.
· He was still aggressive saying that he was all legit saying that we had no reason to be there.
· He then turned off the engine and jumped out the van and walked to ward the pavement.
· We explained he was detained for the search, and he continued to shout, ‘Don’t you Ricking touch me, I can walk around’ He continued to question our grounds
· and I again
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explained them to him. An elderly member of the public (view) was walking past, and he shouted at him ‘Oi mate the fucking police want to search your coz they think you may be a burglar' The male turned round looked at the male in disgust and walked off again.
· Sus continued to walk around by our vehicle, and it was again explained he was detained for a search and as he was walking away from him police took hold of his right arm.
· As this happened, he shouted, ‘Don’t fucking touch me’ He was continually aggressive
· He was shouting ‘Get the flick off me' and members of the public were at their windows trying to see what was going on.

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Court Case: “Sunday Going out on my Motorbike for the day.”
Wandering Around: --

· This fine day was just me wandering around to others and to me it was just another day, very much similar to other days and I guess this would be very much the same; for any other people, who reside in and around, the Great British town’s streets off London: -

· Going out with friends.
· One of the many of best days of our lives had gotten planned out, so for me and my friends to go out on our own Off-road-Scramblers.
· What acutely; happened, is that on the 07/04/2013 I had arrived at my friend’s house,
· My friend’s house is on, an up kept average, London housing estate.
· This was on the traditional British day of rest and for that fact, it was a Sunday.
· On this occasion, I and my friends were in London’s Streets, EW1.
· Initially, in the beginning and thought that day’s moments, in the start of the days, hours that me and my friends had all been together,
· I would say that everything was going fine, for me to quote a saying off what happened in the one thousand and four hundred and forty minutes going on in them twenty-four hours that I think many people may already have heard before, so for me to define the days' event’s, I would say; all good things must come to an end.
· Before the police officer’s presence, I and my friends had intended to head out on our planned travels and this day would have included us all being able to arrive at our prior planned destination, but as always in my life, the police had stopped us.

Next in, is Just, three out of three, quick short couple of notes; —
Note 1;
· The day had got set by ourselves, so for us all, to have; a lot of excitement, within the legal constraints of the united Kingdom’s Laws and because of this we were all, being silent and relaxed, therefore we caused no trouble and was just waiting to go out for the day.
Note 2;
· A lot of different people’s off-road-motorbikes were present, as, we all were on this day out for me and my friends.
· When the police officers questioned us all about them, beforehand of arresting my person, everybody’s off-road-motorbikes; were already in three different prior arranged vans and soon to us, the true owners of them all, were to be able to go on the move to our chosen place on that day, if not for the police officer’s interruption.
Note 3;
· I also would like to note the point of; I and my friends, definitely supplied no entertainment equipment to anybody, on this date and therefore, as a result of mine and other’s good intentions for this day, I did not cause any acts of Anti-Social Behaviour, hence, together I and my friends, did not cause any illegal or civil problems, as a quick briefing towards a summary, on this incident; I did not feel like I could even go out for the day that being said and meant to mean; with some of my friends and not getting harassed, by the police, once again.

A continuation of the same day events: --
· 07/04/2013
· So, for me now to only leave the rest of the past day's events to get explained, now down too I explaining even more-extra further truths; The police officers who had commenced, on us, at the time did say to us all, who were present at the incident, that they had got called to a report of a Burglary.
· When this got explained to us by the police officers it had got confusing to me and my friends, as, we caused no criminal offences that got accused of our persons that the police officers were then alleging to us.
· Members of the police had approached us and this was while I and my friends were all together, getting ready to head on an into our travels out; In portraying, to another person the day’s predicaments, of one of the now at present, funny parts of this day I would start by explaining; that it was the so called 999 police call / the police officers present at the scene so-called witness.
· The dilemma of what ended up happening to me is that by the end of me explaining to the police officers, about me being an innocent man, is that the police officers continued with their plans not to trust in me, and they forcibly searched inside of my van, while using their powers of law against me.
· OK, at the time to me and my friends felt that, how the police officers, made us all feel, got achieved by the copper(s), so that things had got completed wrong by them and this was happening to me and my friends, so, that what was going on to us was not so funny at the time but once the copper did their searches and finished embarrassing me, I can recollect them getting out of the back of my van and in both of them officers managing to doing this, I noticed that they both accepted to me, that I was right from the start and there was no stolen property in my van, in fact there were just two off my own personal off-road-Scramblers, to my own satisfaction,
· As a continuation of the 07/04/2013 I make it evident that People always claim that God; Loves a person to try hard at good things, out of their life and this is what I done and still do.
· When the Police took the time after doing their searches inside of my parked van, they had to explain their intelligence to us all, this got done so for the police officers to explain their reasons of search on me and my property, they both explained the following; that it got based upon the so called original 999 call that the police call centre had received and in that report a civilian person claimed to see a burglary, that was supposedly in progress, they continued to further their information to us, by explaining that the police officers witness who had called them had seen some sort of stolen property, such as a TV, being placed into the back of my van.
· This was never true and now in any off the situations such as, more, neither, nor anything of the right that is expected, the Police are now using this day as a civil case, at a later date, to their own wrong advantage against me, after me being charged and not found guilty for anything for the day, the legal director of the Metropolitan police force just simply refuses to take any of the cases out of the Asbo folder and this case is also out of the time limitation Act 1980.
· Where the incident has  got put into the Anti-Social Behaviour Order case files it has caused me to wrongly suffer and even after me winning the case in court and then to make things worse, the police officers, who are to support taking pursuit of this so called pointed out wrongful actions, who are in charge of creating and the on goings within the Asbo case do not seem to be able to provide, any of the following: — As the police officers said, at the roadside, there should be an official police intelligence CAD, that should relate to this date and time of this incident.
One.
· This police cad should also be able to refer to the Pacific details; that must describe a person accusing me or other people of criminal offences.

Two.
· Neither do the police show the evidence of the 999 callers, stating that they saw a burglary that was in progress.

Three.
· The missing and not induced Cad of police official information, must then introduce true evidence, off the so called; if any, true audio recordings, that would relate to any of the 999 calls, that got said to have got made on this day.

The Second part of the day: --
· I, can evidently, reminisce, on both of the police officers, being clear and adamant, in what they had together said to us, while still chatting with the police officer’s, they continued with what they were doing to my person and also continued to do their Identification checks, on the two-Off-road- Bikes this did also include my van, and they all came back to be legitimate but this never got mentioned again in case that I won at court or even in the up-to-date Asbo on goings.
· In another addition to the events, of the day, the police said that I had No insurance, so to be driving my van and this become a further negative effect, towards me.
· This further negative effect got place upon me already knowing, that my insurance company had also tried, for themselves to help me, so to resolve all the problems that we were all then together having.
· After my van and I got searched, by the attending officers of the law, I continued to get abused by them both at the roadside; the reason to why I got abused is; because of my insurance policy, still not showing up on the police National computer systems, I continued to get frustrated because of this and the following reasons.
· It was easy to understand that I was getting constantly attacked by members of the police force, attacked as if in to describe a person always getting harassed.
· This Harassment partly took place on most available Sunday’s.
· I can remember that on this occasion I literally had to freeze on the day; While re-analysing the circumstances that I got presented within by them police officers on the scene, so, to be able to stop any of the tear’s that unexpectedly seemed to want to then drizzle down my face; or maybe start too really flood out really fast of my eyes and to then come down both sides of the cheeks, tears running down onto my garments, and straight onto the floor.
· The police officer in front of me had become criminals “thieves,” they wanted my van and the bikes to go to their police compound and for me to pay for it.
· I knew right there and then that they had no legal rights to do the things that they were doing to me and take my van, and this is that precise moment in time, when I held my breath into stop them tears, I continued to talk to the police about not seizing my van.
· When I asked them to trust in me in the hope of them police officer’s, not doing any of their unusual unwanted actions against me, such as: The Intimidation and Harassment, that I am made to believe that I must get used to, when getting somehow, someway, victimised by some police officers.
· Referring to another addition of a part to everything, that was going on, I said to the police officers; that there is a harder problem to overcome and this problem was with the day being a Sunday; and I do strengthen this now made announcement about the day being a Sunday, as to the contrary is because this got done to myself wrongly and as to a consequence off the police officers own bad decisions and actions that on the day lead towards their entrusting misplaced behaviour towards me, as they both must have also already understood that; 99%, of insurance companies do not get opened, on a Sunday so, my insurance policy should have covered me alongside with my word, when I told the police officers, whom were present that I had already got insured.
· With the day being a Sunday, this also meant that they could not have been able to make a phone call to my insurance company, “on this day,” besides in my defence, I told the police officers, who were present, at that precise stage that I had already got insured and showed a copy of my policy to them both.
· To keep the ball rolling, another key point is, that for many months pre-existing to this incident equalling to the amount of time that it got left to extend to this incident, my mother previously had tried to help me to stop the dilemmas I kept having with my insurance policy.
· My mother had already tried many times beforehand to resolve the issue of my concern, by contacting the relevant people involved, this included the police, DVLA and my insurance company, as well as the MID database.
· Throughout her conversations with the relevant people, she come to an agreement with them all and what got agreed is that this problem would get resolved between them all, “as to describe something being fixed, not a problem no more,” so to me this meant that together a lot of people had all prior tried to work out why; I was always, not showing up as insured.
· I noticed myself that on the police computer I did not show up as insured, but I was OK on the mid database and OK on my insurance company’s computers, but still, no one could solve the problem.
· While talking to the police officers at the roadside about my insurance I noticed that there was no more talk about a stolen TV from any house; what next started to persisted to proceed is that, while still standing and talking to the police officer’s, I did get a bit upset and by the middle of our discussions, all of our voices, had become at a bit high of a rate, the reason being of my voice getting louder was because I got accused of not having any insurance and they wanted to stop my pre planned day out on my bikes.
· I did have the correct insurance policy in place, so for me to be driving and able to drive that can then, that was in question at the time, so I do not see why I did get arrested by the police officer on this day and I also do not see why the police officers made this case get continued towards me, by them police officers, following charges against me.
· After getting humiliated by getting searched for a TV I then having my van seized with my bikes in it.
· Once arrested, I got taken to the police station, I then after got charged and granted police bail and this got placed on to a further date for me to attend at a courthouse, meaning that in turn I then got to attend to a court hearing and this was for a hearing, so that I could enter my no guilty plea, to establish that I needed to wait for a trial to take place, this further date got set so for me, to be able to defend myself.
· When in court, and at the first preliminary hearing it then got explained to me by the judge, that if I do not attend to the courthouse; a prison sentence may get issued towards my person and this would work out to be with the possibility of a fine or both.
· Amusingly, the charges that got brought into motion by the police were for a breach of the peace and for no insurance, which I did not commit, this meant me paying out of my pocket more money to the government official’s or even a custodial sentence.
· Under these circumstances I had already had to pay the Police car compound money who had seized my van and in turn this forwarded the fact that I suffered yet again, for losing my vehicle and the cost of paying, to get it back out of the police car compound.
· I done nothing wrong, and I paid a lot of money, for my insurance policy, to which I lost, due to these court cases on goings.
· All of this information to me meant by 2013, things just simply; changed in my life and I slowly got depressed, as you can read all about, because of the manner in which the police officers were treating me, as I understood what they were doing to me was so wrong.
· I look back in time and forward into the present time of today in writing this book / report / diary, when both of the offences had said to have taken place, that the metropolitan police force brought into motion; the reason for this is both of the cases, tarnished my life and got dropped shortly after.
· Both cases got dropped shortly after in compliance towards a decision that got made of a “No Further Action” being taken place against me, but this case still was not to be over in the copper’s eyes.
· The accusations claimed against me in the case files continued to get used against me.
· In the moment of these occurrences and a long time after this day protested to proceed, I knew that what they were doing to me would change my life for the worst and that this meant to me that whenever I continue to wake up, at my own home on most mornings since the day’s incidents took and take place, I seem to keep thinking to myself the same little thought: repeatedly, and repeatedly, again; how did this day get added to the Anti-Social Behaviour Order Application, at this present time of my life.
· The original police officers’ statements, got held in the police national computer system, after being imputed on the first few days, what did in fact truly happen is that after the incident took place in Elsmere Street, I went to court and got found not guilty and then afterwards; “Some, other, different, police officer’s,” from another police force alongside with the metropolitan’s legal director edited the old NFA case information, by extended their work abilities and decided to take the law into their own deceitful hands, while the original Crimint got placed on their working companies’ systems.
· This got done so for it to get fabricated, and then they compiled their falsified redeveloped made and said to be findings, of the day, so to adduced them findings into a copy of the Anti-Social Behaviour Order proceedings, that I am fighting against, up and till date, which has wrongly, got put against me, with no honest reasons, as I already prior won the so-called court case in the court.
· In add-amusingly, to me, was nothing ever got explained again, that being about any report of a Burglary, which the police officers claimed all about and now it makes me feel furious, in knowing what the police officers are doing to my life all of the time, when regarding this instance and others, it left me being even, moreover, to being intrigued, by the police officers who got involved, I get astonished by them all, for what they have done to me.
· Proof of Insurance policy: Link

Points of Facts of Law:
1. I won this case at court and then afterwards the police used it to gain a guilty convection against myself!
2. Mr Cordell did not involve himself in the organization of any illegal rave.
3. This was his friends housing estate and because of there is reason there is no party locations within the local housing area, having a party very unlikely.
4. And the day was a Sunday, very unlikely for a party of any form or concept.
5. Nor did he supply equipment on said date.
6. Mr Simon Cordell will State; “that he was not rude to police, but he did feel like he could not even go out for the day with some of his friends, without getting stopped and searched by members of the police. He states he did not get upset in the manner that the police have said he did and that he does not mean to come across as rude to police. In this case he was just trying to explain the error on the system.
7. It is also noted that the caller was very clear that they saw a flat screen TV being put into Mr Cordell’s van, which is confusing to why when the police searched the van, they found no TV, but did in fact find two of his off-road motor bikes, which is not included in Steve Elsmore statement.
8. The police did checks on Mr Simon Cordell’s Off-Road Motor Bikes, but this is also not stated, but should show up on the seizure notice, as Mr Simon Cordell did ask the police office to take careful note of the two off road motorbikes, as due to the high value of them.
9. Mr Simon Cordell will state; “that he did get a bit upset when the police said they were going to seize his van, as he did have insurance in place to be able to drive the van in question, but there was an error on the MID database.
10. Miss Cordell had been trying to help her son resolve the issue concerning his insurance policy not showing on the mid database alongside with members of their local police force and his insurance company KGM too, together they had tried to work out why Mr Simon Cordell was showing as uninsured. There was information noted as intelligence on the police National Computer stating this I had asked the police to check on their systems due to this, but they would not they just wanted to seize Mr Simon Cordell’s van without checking, so he knew he was being wrongfully accused at this point, as he had done nothing wrong, and he did have insurance to be driving and had paid a lot of money for his insurance.
11. In addition, the prosecution offered no evidence in respect of the charges that were brought even though they were reliant on police witnesses. Mr Simon Cordell had been wrongfully arrested for not having insurance when he was insured to drive.
12. He also did not cause any Anti-Social Behaviour on this date in question.
13. There are no CADs for this date, but yet they were meant to be, a CAD referring to the pacific details that should be relating to a person stating, that they believed a burglary was in progress and of the 999-caller stating that they had seen a person who was putting a flat screen TV into Mr Simon Cordell’s van.

· I have become a member at general meetings held at my local community hall in turn taking part in the daily challenges a community hall can be presented with. This has introduced me to various people who have helped me with good advice.
· I have always wanted to give something back to the community.
· I have established my web site with a lot of help of others and have now "parked" my company, and I exhibit proof of this of this as SC/1. The company is not yet trading, but I aim to trade soon.
· I was placed in the care system as a child, and I try to help vulnerable people.
· I know what it is like to have to fend for yourself.
· I exhibit letters of proof that I have helped homeless people as exhibit SC/2.

· I believe that this application is an attempt by members of the police and local Authority to find me guilty of offences I have not committed in turn having an effect on my health and stopping me from developing my company, and it is not acceptable or reasonable.
· I am in the process of developing a business plan for a festival at Barley lands in Essex.
· I had planned to have this event in 2014, however, the stress of the ongoing ASBO proceedings have stopped me from putting this festival on.
· I exhibit a draft business plan as exhibit SC/3, and a business submission form for a community festival as exhibit SC/4.
· I was once arrested by members of the police outside White Sands Nightclub on 14th November 2013 at Brixton Hill, and I had my van seized.
· The reason given for stopping me was that I had "tools of the trade” in my van and my insurance did not cover driving a vehicle on this basis.
· My vehicle was seized as it was alleged that I did not have insurance.
· I was actually insured at the time, and there were no tools in my van.
· I exhibit proof of my insurance as exhibit SC/4.
· A police officer gave incorrect evidence in court that he had not taken my vehicle because there were tools in it; however, he had made an inconsistent statement previously saying that there were tools in the van.
· I exhibit proof of this incident as exhibits SC/5, a witness statement authenticating the sound recordings I have submitted, exhibit SC/6, transcripts of sound recordings of conversations with police personnel and my insurance company, and exhibit SC/7, a sound recording of a phone call from a police officer to my insurance company, and exhibit SC/8, a further sound recording of a phone call between the insurance company and the police car pound.
· I was convicted of driving without insurance on the basis of his evidence.
· I am appealing against conviction on the basis that the police officer gave incorrect evidence to court.
· My insurance company has provided me with a letter of indemnity and witness statement in this respect; however, I am currently banned from driving as a result of the officer’s incorrect evidence.
· I exhibit the clerk’s notes from the Magistrates Court trial verifying that the police officer told the court that my Van had not been seized because of there being tools in the Van, and a covering email from Lavender Hill Magistrates Court, as exhibit SC/9, and I exhibit proof that I am currently banned from driving as exhibit SC/10.
· I had a legitimate reason for being at White Sands Nightclub as I was discussing becoming entertainment manager for White Sands Nightclub; I was going to see a friend about the possibility of a job interview.
· My van was empty on the date in question.
· I accept that I own entertainment equipment.
· I have acquired these for my company.
· I am trying to build a company, and the aim was to rent the equipment out to people.
· I have prepared draft terms and conditions of business that I exhibit as SC/11. I was trying to hire the equipment out to conferences, school fates, local community events, private birthday parties until the stress became too

· I have worked and attempted to work with charitable organizations, in particular Muswell Hill festival helping kids with cerebral palsy, as well as the local scouts Ponders End festival, Lock to Lock festival, Enfield Town Festival, Durant’s Park Festival.
· I am a member on the committee at my local community hall,
· I have also been working alongside D.E.M.S event management services in aid of Bliss who are a charity that helps premature babies.

2. I got contacted by a friend, who was living at 204 High Street Ponders End EN3 4EZ: --
3. It must get Scary for those involved, who are the true instigators and must end up even scarier for those people that they truly, affect.
4. This is the commencement off another day of my life that somehow got added wrongfully into the Anti-Social Behaviour Order case files,
5. Part of the reason it got added in error is Cases like this one can only get added into the on goings of the Anti-Social Behaviour Order case files or any other case files, as a case reference, as to the time limitation Act 1980, which states, a case must get applied six months from the incident, to which this case was not. It is incorrect for the police to allege, that
6. on the 24/05/2013 and I was looking for venues in which to hold an illegal rave, so they or it could go ahead, I disputed their accusations at the time and still due to date, I knew that I never committed the crime, so I understood for them not to be true and this got worse as a result of this not being me.
7. I got contacted by a friend, who was living at 204 High Street Ponders End EN3 4EZ, also known as the Old Police Station at Ponders End, as he and some others, were homeless, so was living and living under a section 144 and needed money to get loaned to them, plus I in enjoyed being around them, so to do this, I headed towards 204 High Street, to park the vehicle I was driving. I decided the best option for me, was to drive down an alleyway that I always knew to be there, the reason I knew this, is that there was once upon a time a car park behind the two well-known landmarks, that were once and still are present. one of them buildings, has now got demolished, so that the land can get redeveloped and got known as the name of the old ponders End police station and the second building being named as the Kinder Garden Centre, I believe many people also probably, know the well-known landmarks, who may live in and around the surrounding areas, who could also be able to remember them. I personally understand the area well, as this is where I have lived all of my life, so I understood about the car park that was at the back of the two well-known landmarks. Being, from the area meant I also knew that no civilian drivers can park on the high road, because of the double yellow lines or other restrictions, what are or were in place, so I parked in the back-car park like I have done many times before. I believe the police saw my car as I took a right turn to drive down to where I intended to stop; the police had followed me straight away after they see me, because I see them pay attention to me, as I drove past them. What I remember is that of myself locking the vehicle I was driving in as the police approached me. The police were now standing by my side and this is normal for me, their presence is so normal. Where the police have pulled me over so many times before in an addition to this, I just got ready for their police procedures, as I knew that they would want to search me, I was right the police searched me and my car, the police said they done this because they thought that they smelt a strong smell of cannabis. As always, I consented to this search to proceed. The police cannot dispute this knowledge of them police officers that had approached me and who stopped me, as I just got out of my car, or how would they have said the car smelt strongly, of cannabis, and this is to explain, in their police statements, as they do. Even more to this, was the reason to why the police officers gave me the conditions of search and their consent form due to being searched by themselves. In an addition, there had been nothing done wrong with my part once everything got clarified to be true of me. When the official police officers, checked me and my car, I have done nothing wrong, so nothing ever got found. I emphasize, as an effect, to what took place, the police watched me leave straight after, completing their procedures, so as an effect of these on going’s; after talking to the police, we all dispersed and the police see me head back towards my home.






















1. Please take note to the picture above and that of the building on the far right being the old police station, you cannot see the front vehicle entrance as it is in the far right of the picture and is the only entrance.
2. The alleyway in the middle is where I drove my car down and stopped there is no rear entrance to the police station from the ally as there is two other running companies in-between and to the far right is another running company.
3. 24.05.2013 = Mr Simon Cordell was looking for venues to set up an illegal rave, “This is wrong.”
4. On the 24/05/2013 Mr Simon Cordell will state; “that he did not attend any premises on this date to rave neither was he involved in the organization of any illegal raves, nor did he supply equipment.
5. This case should not have been added to the Asbo Application as for the limitation Act 1980 which states that a case must be applied 6 months from the date of the incident, to which it was not. Please read my last statement dated the 24/02/2015.
6. It is alleged that Mr Simon Cordell was looking for venues in which illegal raves could be held, on 24/05/2013 Mr Simon Cordell disputes this.
7. He will state that he had been contacted by a friend called Joshua, who was living at 204 High Street Ponders End EN3 4EZ, also known as the Old Police Station at Ponders End, as he and some others were homeless, so was living and residing under section 144.
8. as Mr Simon Cordell was driving towards 204 High Street, he drove his car down the alleyway so that he could park the vehicle he was in, He parked between two well-known landmarks, which many people who do know that live in an around the surrounding areas or would be able to remember as the old ponders End police station next to the Kinder Garden Centre.
9. Mr Cordell states he knows the area very well as this is where he has lived all of his life, so he knew about the car park at the back of the two well-known landmarks, as he states you cannot park on the high road, because of the double yellow lines or other restrictions.
10. He had parked there before, he states he believes and knows that the police saw his car as he began to take a right turn to be able to drive down to where he intended to stop, he knew the police had followed him, as he had seen them pay attention to himself as he had driven past.
11. Mr Cordell does clearly remember that of himself locking his vehicle as the police approached him and now was standing by his side.
12. He states that this is normal for him and over the years of his life he has become use to the police approaching him for numerous accusations, so that has also made him used to their presents, Mr Simon Cordell states that that this is so normal for him,
13. he got ready for the police procedures, as they said they wanted to search him and his car because the police believed that the car he was driving smelt strongly of cannabis,
14. Mr Simon Cordell sates that he would always consent to this. He is sure of his statements of facts and that the police cannot dispute this, that of the police officers that had approached him and who had stopped him as he had just got out of my car, or how would they have said his car smelt strongly of cannabis, which is the reason that the police officers gave him the conditions of search and their consent form due to a search of himself and that of his vehicle that he was driving.
15. Mr Simon Cordell will state; “that he had not done anything wrong, and nothing was found on his person or in his car.”
16. Mr Simon Cordell will dispute making any comments about being able to attract people to illegal raves and illegal 3-day events, what reason would he have had to say this.
17. Mr Simon Cordell will state to the applicant that he was a visitor to the location of interest, due to a call from a friend who asked if Mr Simon Cordell could loan him some money for food.
18. He will also include that he did not cause any Anti-Social Behaviour on the 24/05/2013
19. Mr Simon Cordell does not know what Joshua said to the police, as he was never with Joshua.
20. Mr Simon Cordell does not know why Joshua would have said to the police that he was his lawyer, or if Joshua said this at all to police.
21. Mr Simon Cordell has tried to get hold of Joshua to make a statement for this case, but due to him being homeless, it has been very hard.
22. As far as he is aware the building was being occupied by people to live in, he states he does not know anything Joshua said to police about know any think about a rave.
23. Mr Simon Cordell did not manage to visit him on this day.
24. At no point is Mr Simon Cordell being accused of acting in an anti-social manner on this date, or by any members of the public inclusive of members of the police, neither was he arrested.

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Getting a job as a night club manager; --
· I had been out looking for more work when I came across a gentleman who was redeveloped a night club in Brixton, what was to get named, as Brixton’s white sands night club.
· This got done while it had been getting built, I spoke to the owner and showed him what I was capable of doing for his company.
· He got very impressed with my CV and as a result offered me the position of nightclub manager.
· To make sure that I kept on the owners’ books of good workers, I travelled backwards and forwards from my home to the club on a regular basis and in doing this I noticed that I could speed up the process and offered to help move some left other demolition materials to an environmental waste site.
· On the 14/11/2013 I was travelling with my friend named dean, we were together in my van and driving to Brixton, as we were travelling along Brixton high road.
· We had got about 400 yards to where I was to park my van outside of the night club and the police officers decided to pull us over, as I hit the 400 yards’, mark I had to drive past some police stop and search patrol who were doing some; “Roadside” Apr checks, on passing vehicles.
· They got placed on the same side of the road as the up-and-coming night club, as I drove past the police and their cars, we never got stopped.
· I managed to pull over to where I had wanted to stop, outside of the club, without any problems so far.
· The owner of the club had not arrived yet on this day, so I decided to wait in the van.
· My friend decided to jump out and quickly go to a local shop to buy some drinks and so forth.
· When I noticed some police, officer come up to the driver's door window and tell me to get out of my van, I asked him why I should do this and what for.
· He explained that I had not shown up without any insurance on their computer systems as I had driven past them as always, I understood and knew that I had the correct insured to be driven.
· I explained to the police officer that I was attending the location as I had got a manager's job at the new nightclub and continued to show him a copy of my policy while explaining to him why my van may show up as a not insured.
· A PC Geoghegan decided to do a full search of myself and of the inside of my van, on him doing so he found the business card that I had previously made for my friend on my dashboard
· On PC Geoghegan doing this I passed him my own mobile phone so that he could speak to my insurance companies as I had called them while he got engaged in my van.
· I could hear him speaking to the employees on the phone and then explaining that I have social and domestic and a motor trade policy in place this did include high performance cars, my insurance company was adamant to the police officer that I got covered to drive the van now then in question.
· With this information being provided to the police officer, he decided to say that I would not get covered if I had tools of another trade on me, to which I did not.
· He decided to seize my van because he had found the business card that I had made for dean to do with painting, so I refused to get out of the van and surrender my keys to him.
· Eventfully he also decided to arrest me for a breach of the peace.
· On finally being booked into the police station I had no additional property with me and got held till the next day’s early hours of the morning with finally being charged for driving with no insurance as the officer claimed that my insurance policy was not in restraints of the policy underwriting.
· When I got finally realised, I had to go and pick my van up from the police car compound, in doing so I decided to recorded in audio format the ongoing,
· what did in fact happen was I asked to speak to the car compounds manager who is a civilian,
· I asked him to see a copy of the van's seizure notice, the reason I had done this was because it would show any belongings that got left in the van as they have got to get signed for by the arresting or seizing police officer.
· When the car compounds manager, helped me with my request, he also noticed that there were no other tools of the trade within the side of the van and that it got signed that I never took anything out of the van,
· I collected the van and then headed back to my home.
· On the 14/11/2013; I had to yet again attend court to defend myself from their wrongful allegations.
· What in fact did happen to me is that I got left in amazement by being found guilty of the offences after the PC Geoghegan stood and gave evidence from his police notebook from the day's?
· Being upset with knowing that I was right, and all I did was carry business cards in my van that I had made for dean’s own company,
· I explained to the judge that the police officer was being deceitful with his evidence

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A Friend’s Place: --
· I got asked to attend a friend’s place of residence, to say hello and to drop off money for food: --
· On the 25/05/2014, some friends called me and said they were living at Unit 5 Georges Industrial Estate White Hart Lane Tottenham, London, N17,
· I understood that this was their home as they were homeless and if it were not for this place for residents.
· I got asked to attend to say hello and so to drop off money for food and other living essentials to them.
· In the end, I drove in my van and when I arrived at the area's location;
· I pulled over and stop on the way to my friends.
· The place I stopped at was a local pizza shop and I ordered food for us all, I asked for the food to get delivered to the same address to where I would be.
· I arrived at my destination I noticed that there were no police present.
· The occupiers allowed me entry into their legal home,
· and I drove my van inside.
· We took a seat together after they showed me around.
· Once we sat down, we started the normal general chat about what each other's, lives had gotten up to, since we last saw each other.
· The pizzas soon, therefore after arrived as I ordered them to and we all indulged in eating the food and after some time, while me and my friends lengthened our conversations.
· I got startled; I could make out the sound of an alarm bell going off inside of the building, I noticed a lot of activity from within the premises and overheard a person shouting at another person.
· On listening even closer, to what they were shouting about, I can remember their discussion being that of: somebody else had got into a section of the premises and opened a fire door that did never got opened before, soon after, the door had got sealed and opened the alarm went straight back off to how it originally was before hand: silent!
· In the cool down period of what just posited to proceed; what I would claim to be about minute the police arrived and as a regular event they chose to talk to me once they realised my presence.

· Progress Way: The date turned into the 06/06/2014.
· my mother had been looking after my Nan as she was not too well at all, so my mother took my Nan from her own home to hers. My Nan stayed at my mums and lay in her bed, and this seemed like it was to be her last days with us all, so regarding the 6th June 2014,
· I did not attend at an occupied Warehouse at Progress Way, Enfield, as the police claim I did;
· I do not accept that I was present at this warehouse on that date.
· I prior stayed with friends in between my house and my mother's.
· In the following day off the. 07/06/2014 well after my Nan arrived at my mother’s house, for her to live for a little while.
· I remember that the day had got arranged to be my cousin’s leaving party, as he planned a worldwide holiday to go on.
· The leavening party got planned to take place at a Club and the day started with me in doors as normal, because of the threat of more police reapers ails, of the brutality that I get faced with.
· I had not been in contact with many of my friends for months prior to this date, due to the police and court bail conditions that I got placed under.
· Later in the day I travelled to my cousins leaving party when I received a phone call from a friend who said there was to be a party on, and it got cancelled by police from taking place in Essex outside in open air.
· In continuing to speak to my friend; he explained that the private party got moved to a prior squatted building in Progress Way next to where I live.
· He asked me if I would attend and I said yes to his invitation,
· so, regarding the 07th June 2014 at a Warehouse on Progress Way in Enfield; I had been having a family drink in the pub/hall with my cousin Dwayne Edwards his leaving party continued from the 07/06/2014, till the early hours on the 08/06/2014,
· I also while on the phone to my friend agreed to drop a set of keys of, as this friend would be at the same location, I left the pub/hall to visit my friend who was living at Progress Way.
· Straight after I parked my van that I travelled in, along the Great Cambridge Road, in the petrol station.
· I crossed the Road and directly in front of me, was a fair amount of people, entering an alleyway.
· I accept that I also entered the alleyway with them leading me and found that this lead up to the gates of Progress Way as soon as I done this I got approached by members of the police and local council.
· A policeman asked me my name and my personal details, and I did not reply to him, the reason I did not answer his question is that I felt like I was getting entrapped by his line of questioning.
· He asked me to follow him back to where I had just come from, which was where my car got parked along the Great Cambridge Road, so I did what he asked of me to do, I felt straight away like the police officer, had made his mind up and therefore accused me of organising a so-called rave to him, or to other people “a private party,” to which I had not done, as soon as I finished being addressed by the governing officials,
· I then left them and waited in the petrol station across the road for my friend, this was so that I could give him his keys back.
· When speaking to my mate in the petrol station while waiting in my van I describe what had just developed.
· We continued chatting, and he asked me to hire out a power generator to the occupation, so I asked for my terms of hire to get signed and this happened. I then left and headed back home and waited for him to collect the equipment as agreed.
· The private party started on the 06th June 2013 and had got prior arranged months in advance, while I was being detained under police house arrest, I never got to the first location
· and I now understand other information that I did not think, for instance;
· A police dispersal notice got issued to other persons in Essex when an inspector landed in his police helicopter; he also had news reporters with him.
· In checking for the newspaper articles, you can see another; person identifications and those people are not me.
· I never attended until the early hours of the 08th June 2013, so, I did not get involved in organising any event at a Warehouse on Progress Way and for truth at no point did I cause any anti-social behaviour, as seems to get started by the police officers and not by any members of the public.
· Soon after I left and headed back home for this day to get added into the Anti-Social Behaviour Order, there is more about this case latter.

· On 25/05/2014 at 23:21 hrs. Police were called to UNIT 5 ST GEORGE'S INDUSTRIAL ESTATE WHITE HART LANE N17 by the security guard at the venue stating suspects; were on premises.
· Police attended the venue and a large group of approx. 20 young males and females, between 18-35 years of age and of mixed origins ran out the rear of the industrial estate through an alleyway leading to THETFORD CLOSE N13. Several males were still inside the premises claiming to be squatters.

· The driver an IC3 Male gave the particulars of Simon CORDELL DOB 26/01/1981 of 109 BURNCROFT AVENUE EN3. PNCID 97/99378V. CORDELL stated he had just attended the venue to give his friends some food as they were squatting.
· The rear of the TRANSIT VAN contained a set of large speakers and music equipment, but CORDELL insisted he used the equipment for festival work and was not setting up for a 'Rave'. CORDELL produced insurance documents but due to the day/hour officers were unable to verify details.
· CORDELL did not match the description of the IC1 Male suspects and was advised to leave the venue.
· Security guards remained at the premises in order to secure them. Several young males and females continued to arrive at the venue dressed in 'suitable evening attire' for a: Rave and then promptly left upon seeing Police.

· On the 20th June 2014 it got alleged by members of the police that I got involved in the organisation of and/or supplied equipment for and/or attended an illegal rave at 1 Falcon Park, Neasden Lane, NW10.
· This is not accurate information as the truth is that I had got contacted by way of mobile phone by a client, and he asked me if I would hire a sound system out for a gentleman’s, birthday party.
· After our conversation I agreed to do so, and a sound system and a van got hired out to that person and then later collected from outside of my home address.
· My terms and conditions got signed, and a deposit got given to me, by the client.
· Once the client left me, I continued with my day and then went back to my home.
· When at my home, I ended up receiving a phone call at 1:00 hours in the morning by the same client who said that the police were in attendance, and they were seizing the sound system. I remember getting up from what I had prior gotten occupied with and leaving my home address at around 1am hours, so to attend to the private party location, which took place indoors.
· Then soon after I arrived at the client’s destination, at around the time of; 2:00 hours, I would claim that I took one hour and ten minutes to attend to, as I drove outside of the address that I had to be at so to park my car I can remember there being lots of different members of the police who were already present.
· When I approached to the address front door on my two feet, to which address I got given by the client, the police were there blocking any person’s entrance,
· so, I spoke to the police officers and explained to them by circumstances, this meant that I showed them a copy of the higher invoice and a copy of my terms and conditions of hire,
· I got allowed entry by the police officers who were present to pack the sound system away
· and once I finished doing this, I asked to get released with the equipment, it then got explained that the equipment was to get confiscated. After a lengthy, debate, I had no option but to allow the police officers to seize the equipment,
· I got allowed to collect the sound system from the police at a later date, without being arrested or any charges being brought into motion.
· This meant; that I never returned the sound system to the same client ever again as he breached my terms and conditions
· and at no time did, I knowingly supply equipment for an illegal party.
· A few months’ later this date got added to the Anti-Social Behaviour Order against me, even low I caused no problems.

· On 19th July 2014 it got alleged by police to have got involved in the organisation of and/or supplied equipment for and/or attended an illegal rave at the 198 Great Cambridge Road, Enfield Town, EN1 1UJ.
· This road is between my home and my mother’s house.
· It is the route that I drive down when I am going to stop at a twenty-four-hour McDonald’s in my local area.
· The GMT time zone was around 3:00 hours on a Sunday morning.
· When on this morning I was passing in my car, what got known as the old Carpetright, 198 Great Cambridge Road, what escalated to proceed next is that I saw a man who I know to be homeless, got detained by police officers, along the roadside, when I noticed them all together,
· I was taking a right turn out of Lincoln Road and in respect of this I continued to travel on the opposite side of the Great Cambridge Road, to where the police had been?
· I turned around at the closest traffic lights, which at the time I understood to be next to the Odeon Cinema.
· Once I turned my car around to head back towards my friend, I noticed a car park a few premises before 198 Great Cambridge Road, what is a general car park open to the public and belongings to a company named Magnet, I parked there as I could see that the police officer's blocked access to the car park belonging to 198 Great Cambridge Road.
· In stopping my car, I locked my vehicle and walked up to where the police were detaining the person that I knew.

· At 2205hrs police were called to the Carpet Right show room on the A10 GREAT CAMBRIDGE ROAD ENFIELD regarding a possible rave in the empty premises.
· There j was about 20 people inside the premises with sound equipment which they were about to set up.
· When officers arrived, they blocked the front of the venue to stop anyone else j getting in.
· The main organiser was spoken to by police.
· This male was Simon CORDELL 26/01/1983 of 109 BURNCROFT AVENUE ENFIELD EN3.
· He admitted to organising the party and said he was expecting several hundred people.
· Whilst dealing with CORDELL police were told that crowds were gathering outside SOUTHBURY ROAD train station waiting to be told where the rave was. After a long conversation with CORDELL, he was arrested to prevent a breach of the peace a take to EDMONTON POLICE STATION C/N 01YE3597/14 refers.
· As a result of his arrest the people inside the venue all left.
· The music system was I loaded into a white van VRM PE52UHW.
· The owner and driver of this vehicle was Elliot [ LAIDLER of 32 GRANTHAN ROAD E12.
· He stated it was the first time he had worked for CORDELL.
· The van could not leave the car park as the key for the padlocked gates could not be found. However, after two hours the vehicle was able to leave by driving over the pavement.
· Two other vehicles were also able to leave. VRM LD530KB which has a KIA registered I to The Floor Sanding Company 5 WARWICK ROAD EDMONTON N18 and VRM R659YEX a fiesta registered to Bradley DAVIS 79 MEADOW ROAD BARKING.
· CORDELL was released at 0400hrs as a breach of the peace was no longer likely to take place. Clearly CORDELL makes a living by organising raves in NORTH LONDON.
· Of note is when officers searched the car park after everyone had left, they found a set of keys by the electronic steel shutters.
· These keys opened the shutters to the premises and on the key fob attached to the keys was a PIN number for the alarm system.
· This is how youths gained entry to the premises.
· These looked official keys to the venue.
· It is a I mystery how they came into the possession of the youths.
· It is possible that CORDELL has obtained them via the security company or an ex-employee.
· They have been booking into the 66 at YE under the reference “Blocked Out”

I was driving down Alma Road: --
· This day was a Thursday and at 16:30 hours and on the 24th July 2014.
· I personally got alleged to have admitted to policing officers that I organized illegal raves, and this is too far a distance away from any prospect of a reality for there to be any truth in.
· What really took place is that on this evening at about 16:30 hours, I was driving down Alma Road.
· I use this road to travel between my mother's house and my flat as it is the shortest and fastest route on most days.
· My Nan used to live off Alma Road just before 2014, so this method of a chosen route means that I would drive or pass by her house, before she stayed at my mother’s house.
· I was travelling from my mother’s home on the 24th July 204:
· a little while after visiting my   Nan and my mother due to my Nan's illness and to also say hello to them and others.
· The police pulled me over on my travels back to my home,
· I used Alma Road as a route and not managed to travel less than half of the way to my destination when I noticed an unmarked police car as it was showing to take a right turn, the opposite way from which I was travelling. It took a right turn out of Durant’s Road when I realized it was an unmarked police car, I noticed this as I had seen the driver on active duty in the local area beforehand, as I drove past the unmarked police car it changed its sign to the way I was heading, it showed left.
· The car followed me and then put on its blue lights,
· so, I pulled over to the left-hand side of the road, opposite the BMW repair centre along Alma Road ajar to the football field or rugby field that is on the other side of the road to the plan of field next to the high semi high rise of maisonette flats.
· When I stopped, I pulled over my car that I had driven on the left-hand side of the pavement that leads to the back entrance of Durant’s Park.
· I took note to the male officer who got out of the passenger side of their undercover car and approached my driver's door.
· In understanding what they had been like to me, so I decided that the best thing for me to do to aid in their request without my solicitor or no witness being present was to opened my car window to the man just the slightest little, bit and asked politely why I got pulled over.

· I then got accused of having drugs, and I continued to get searched, and my vehicle also went through the same procedure of a full custom search and nothing got found as I had nothing illegal on me.
· It then got asked by the police officers what I had recently got up to, so I said to them both; that I was setting up my company catalogue and that catalogue I was building with a friend, this included talk about my company website; I explained to the police officers that I almost finished completing it,
· I also said to them that I was trying to achieve positive effects within today's society with my business that I am building a brad for.

· On SATURDAY the 7th of JUNE 2014 I was on duty in full uniform, working as YE3N section Supervisor.
· At 0203Hrs approximately I attended a disused warehouse at Progress Way EN1, where an illegal rave was being held.
· I attended with Inspector Hamill YE1N and representatives from the Environmental Health Office at Enfield Council, approaching the gates and asking to ‘speak with the organiser’.
· There I spoke with a man who I recognised as Simon Cordell, from previous illegal rave events on Enfield Borough.
· I would describe him as a light skinned black male, AA35 and at the time he was wearing a white long-sleeved T shirt and grey bottoms, he is approximately f509 tall and of medium build.
· He refused to provide his details to the council representatives in order that a noise abatement order could be served, however he was provided with a copy.
· Approximately 10 minutes later we left the scene having risk assessed the incident.
· I returned to the venue approximately two hours later, I again asked to speak with the organiser however none came forward.
· I asked the two men on the door, who appeared to be party goers to let me in to have a look around.
· I walked around and there was extremely loud drum and bass music playing, with approximately 100 people dancing.
· Party goers observed me in Police uniform and ran away into the large open area, presumably because of drug misuse matters - there was significant evidence to suggest illegal drugs were being used such as discarded self-seal bags, and empty canisters consistent with ‘laughing gas’ use.
· At approximately 0630Hrs we received a call to nearby Woodgrange Gardens, to reports of a male assaulted.
· Following an initial investigation this individual matched the description of a male earlier observed on the warehouse roof.

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I am Steve Elsmore, a Police officer attached to the Anti-Social Behaviour Team within the London Borough of Enfield. I make this further statement regarding an ASBO matter in relation to Simon CORDELL. On 16th May 2016, I was asked to check timings in relation to the schedule that is due to be served on the court. Whilst searching for timings for Crimint HTRT00376798, I found an incident log attached to this Crimint. I do not recall previously seeing this log. Usually, the inputting officer would put an indicator on the Crimint to say that there is an attachment. On this occasion there is no indicator referring to this attachment. It is possible that I may have previously missed this attachment due to the volume of incidents that I was searching through. The attachment itself is an incident report from Canary Wharf Group and the incident summary states -Trespassers on site - illegal rave - forced entry shed 4 - Police tasked - no action - group left site. This is dated 12 January 2013. The incident log details what action was taken by Canary Wharf Group during this particular incident. It also provides detail on the impact to the residents. On page 5 of the incident log there is an entry that states “P BOUZON (CW178) informs the ECC that the vehicle registrations that he gave me are actually the 2 vehicles that gained access through the fence and arc located within the Shed 4 area”. One of the vehicles is MA57LDY. This vehicle was registered to Simon CORDELL as per the Crimint Report.

· On arrival at Millmarsh Lane there were numerous young people milling around trying to locate the rave which was eventually found on the North footway just by the Greggs Factory. It was a small strip of concrete completely open to the air with a large, amplified sound system at the far end obstructed from view of the street by vegetation.
· Simon Cordell was at the gate and immediately shut it on police arrival.
· Eventually, Mr Cordell agreed to let me and APS Ames onto the property to confirm there was no damage or theft offences being committed.
· Simon Cordell's car a silver ford focus VRM MA57LDY was present and contained at least three massive nitrous oxide tanks.
· When queried he admitted he had seen the news article about the dangerous effects of this and how the Government would probably regulate it.
· There was about 30 people in so in discussion Mr Cordell was told it was an illegal rave and I would be seeking Supt authority to seize the sound equipment.
· Mr Cordell began to pack away his equipment stating it was a birthday party only, but he was going.
· Whilst stood waiting for him to leave a group of about 100 teenagers turned up on mass and immediately became confrontational stating, they were going to storm the rave.
· As we had good numbers the group initially dispersed but tried to go via a back entrance to the venue which led to arrests when scuffles with police started.
· The group then completely moved off but returned about twenty minutes later in even bigger numbers.
· The situation quickly escalated as the group started throwing cones and general road furniture towards police, luckily dogs were on hand and the crowd was dispersed after numerous missiles were thrown at police and a number of arrests were made. The group then hung around and got on trains only to try and enter Progress Way and the

and one officer injured who previous rave site.

· On Saturday the 19th of July 2014
· I was on duty employed as the Duty Officer for Enfield Borough.
· At about 2210hrs a call came in stating that there were about 20 persons pulling into an estate and the informant thought they were trying to set up a rave.
· The crowd were by an empty building called Carpet Right and had actually gained entry to the rear of the premises.
· I instructed officers to go to the venue and try to stop anyone else gaining entry to the premises.
· I made my way to the scene.
· There was a metal gate across the entry to the car park, but tins had a thick chain and a padlock around it so that it could not be opened.
· I walked to the rear of the premises where there were several vehicles and about 15 persons.
· I saw large black boxes which had speakers and sound systems inside them.
· I received a call from our control room stating they believed up to 100 persons were going to arrive at Southbury Road train station to attend a rave at this location.
· As a result of this intelligence
· I believed that the premises were going to be used for a rave.
· I saw a male I knew to be Simon Cordell who came out of the building.
· I have known Cordell for over 20 years.
· I had previously dealt with him at a rave on the 7th of June which he organised in Progress Way Enfield which lasted for several says.
· I spoke to him at that rave during the morning as police had received numerous complaints re the noise over a twenty-four-hour period.
· Groups of youths from this rave were also committing mass shoplifting offences from the petrol station opposite, because of these offences the petrol station had to close its shop.
· Several buildings on the industrial estate were also damaged and thousands of pounds of damage were caused.
· Outside Carpel Right I spoke to Cordell.
· He admitted that he was just organising a party for some friends and that was all.
· I explained to him that we were expecting 100 plus people to turn up at Southbury Road and to be told where the rave was happening.
· I explained to him that as the organiser of this rave I was holding him responsible.
· I then received a call stating that large number of youths were arriving in Southbury Road.
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· These youths would be trying to find the location of the rave.
· Due to this and to prevent disorder in the area I requested the Commissioners Reserve of TSG be called out to deploy to Enfield Borough and patrol the area.
· I also informed Cordell that as the organiser of the rave it was my opinion that his actions would result in breaching the peace in the surrounding area.
· This could result in damage to property, both the premises and surrounding, area and violence breaking out.
· As a result of this to prevent of breach of the peace I arrested Cordell.
· He was taken to Edmonton Police Station and released al 0400hrs when I was satisfied a breach of the peace would be unlikely to now occur.
· By removing Cordell (the organiser) the other people present left the premises and eventually drifted away from I Southbury Road.
· The music equipment was loaded into a van at the scene.
· However, it could not leave the car! park as the gate was chained and padlocked.
· At about 0200hrs the van was able to leave by driving over the pavement between the barriers.
· No further raves happened oil the borough that night
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· On Saturday 09th August 2014
· I was on duty in full Police uniform driving a marked police vehicle in the company of A/lnsp King when at 2221 hours we were informed of CAD 9717 which related to some intelligence received that stated there was likely to an illegal open-air rave in the region of Millmarsh Lane, Enfield, EN3. As this was very new information, we attended the location as quickly as possible so that we could assess whether, there was a possibility of ending the rave before it began.
· We arrived in Millmarsh Lane at 2232 hours
· and straight away I could see a number of small pockets of young people walking east along Millmarsh Lane.
· These groups particularly stood out as the area is an industrial estate and is usually very quiet at time of night.
· We worked out these youths were making their way to an open-air area next to the Greggs Bakery.
· This area appeared to be the ground on which a building used to stand.
· It was fenced off and the front gates were chained shut with a motorcycle chain and a padlock.
· I could hear music coming from the venue and I could see small numbers inside and a couple of tents.
· We exited our vehicle and approached the gates in order to speak with the organiser.
· Manning the gate was a mixed race, IC3 male I known as Simon CORDELL.
· I was aware of a lot of intelligence on our indices that suggests Cordell is known to be the organiser of most of the raves that have been happening in the Enfield area.
· We asked if we could come into the venue and speak with him.
· Cordell refused initially stating that there was no rave.
· He stated that it was a private ‘conference.’
· He stated that there have been a few people camping on the land as they had nowhere else to go.
· He stated that they are having a few friends over for a private party.
· After persuasion Cordell allowed A/lnsp King and I entry to survey the area.
· Inside I could see around 20 - 30 people milling around, 2 small camping tents, a large set of speakers and sound system and a supply of bottled water.
· Cordell was informed that the rave was going to be closed down and despite a slight resistance to this by him
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· trying to quote legislation at us he agreed to pack up and leave.
· He was reluctant but co-operative at this stage.
· We restricted access to any newcomers to the venue and asked for a few more units to come to the location to help with dispersal of the small numbers that were in attendance and deter any new arrivals.
· The venue had more or less emptied, but the organisers were still packing their equipment away.
· As this was happening a crowd of approximately 100 people arrived in Millmarsh Lane at the same time.
· This appeared odd to me that so many people turned up all at once.
· The crowd appeared to be angry at the fact that Police had interrupted their evening and were shouting and advancing on officers.
· One of the groups shouted, "Let’s just storm it.”
· Cordell appeared to have realised that this crowd was in attendance and half emerged from the venue and appeared to be encouraging the crowd to act up and try to force their way into the site.
· After a short time however, the crowd started to disappear.
· They moved back towards the junction of Millmarsh Lane and Mollison Avenue.
· A/Insp KING asked some the officers present to follow them up to the junction and restrict access to Millmarsh Lane.
· Once this had happened, reports came over the radio that more numbers were arriving and that more officers were going to be needed in order to control the group.
· There were also reports of missiles being thrown at officers.
· A/Insp King and I went to the junction of Mollison Avenue.
· I could see a large crowd of 200 - 250.
· Crowd was very verbal and on the whole were advancing towards officers.
· There were a number of members of the crowd that were throwing traffic cones, traffic beacons and bottles at officers.
· I ordered the officers to form a cordon across the road and a number of officers also drew and racked their batons as a show of force and a deterrent.
· I did this also. A/Insp KING had asked for a dog van to attend the scene and the dog and handler assisted in driving the crowd back. TSG commissioners reserve was also on route.
· There were two members of this crowd, a male and a female, that persisted and did not back down and leave.
· These two were detained and subsequently arrested by officers.
· The male had to be restrained on the floor.
· Following this exchange, the crowd started to move back towards the Brimsdown British Rail station.
· This is where they stayed for the remainder of the incident.
· The odd one or two members of the crowd came forward and was verbal but otherwise they slowly dispersed on to the trains and left the area.
· A/Insp King instructed 2 Police units to remain at the junction of Millmarsh Lane and Mollison Avenue in order to keep revellers away from the location.
· This incident caused major disruption to the public by temporarily closing Mollison Avenue which is a major artery into Northeast London.
· It drew response team officers away from their core business which not only impacted on Enfield Borough but also on surrounding boroughs who had to relinquish resources to assist Enfield.
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· On Saturday 9th August 2014
· I was on duty in full uniform posted as Acting Inspector. Shortly before 2230hrs I was informed via our GPC that Intel had been received via social media that there was going to be a large illegal rave somewhere in the region of Millmarsh Lane, Enfield, EN3. I was advised that this was being advertised on Facebook by “Every Decibel Matters” who am unlicensed events. At this time l was in company with Ps Ames 123YB and we made our way to the location. On route I informed the control room of what was potentially occurring and accepted the offer from some units to attend the location to assist me. On arrival in Millmarsh Lane it was obvious that something was about to happen. There were a number of groups of teenagers who were mil ling around clearly looking for something. Millmarsh Lane is an industrial road with two major 24hr factories but borders residential areas which are divided apart by Mollison Road. At this time on a Saturday the streets were very quiet, so these groups stuck out. After a brief search 3 noticed two metal gates next to the Greggs Factory which suddenly closed as we passed them. We stopped and I got out and approached the gates. Although dark, street lighting was on, and I could see a male was using a chain and lock to secure the gates. I could hear music coming from further inside. Stood by the gate 1 immediately noticed an IC3 male who I know to be Simon CORDELL. I recognised Mr Cordell as I have previously spoken to him recently at illegal raves where I have seen him setting up sound equipment and subsequently taking it away when confronted by Police. I explained to Mr Cordell why we were there, but he immediately denied it was a rave. Mr Cordell stated first it was a private conference but then said it was a birthday party. When asked about permission to be there he stated friends were squatting on the land and they had said he could stay. I explained to Mr Cordell that I needed to come onto the site to see what was going on as for all I knew he could be damaging it or stealing from it. Eventually after promising I would not remove anyone squatting and only myself and Pc Ames would come in, Mr Cordell agreed that we could come in. Near to the gate was a silver Ford Focus index MA57LDY which I knew was Mr Cordell’s. The boot was open, and I noticed it contained three large thin industrial gas bottles. From experience I knew this was likely to contain nitrous oxide which is currently used on the rave scene as a
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legal high. As we passed the car Mr Cordell quickly lowered the boot. I queried Mr Cordell about the gas and pointed out that it was on the news earlier how Nitrous oxide was dangerous and Mr Cordell stated that the Government would probably ban it soon like everything else. Mr Cordell was polite and showed us around the site which appeared to be a large, concreted area that was completely open to the air, there was a large sound system to the rear which was amplified though 1 could not see any power source. There was a number of people wearing yellow hi-vis jackets who Mr Cordell stated were first aiders and there was a pallet of water near to the sound system as well as a couple of tents closer to the gates. I could see no obvious Toilet facilities nor shelter from what had been forecast as a stormy night. Inside the venue mostly just stood around in small groups were about 30 people, mostly teenagers. Mr Cordell stated he was an entrepreneur and was awaiting licences from the council so that he would soon be legitimate. When 1 explained all the “ingredients” for a rave where present Mr Cordell began to try and argue his point that it was not a rave and that it was a private party. I spoke at length with Mr Cordell explaining the legal situation and how by definition this was a rave and that ultimately there were loo few people present at the time to stop police and so on this occasion I could act and close the rave. Whilst on an industrial estate it was my opinion that such was the proximity to local housing and my knowledge of the volume music is played and the duration it is played for, often throughout the weekend that a rave would constitute serious disruption. Mr Cordell was dearly not happy but did not want his equipment seized so agreed to start packing up the sound equipment. Whilst talking with Mr Cordell there were small groups of teenagers arriving at the site and entering via a break in the fence, (the gates still being shut at this time). I got Ps Ames to get units to us to prevent further people trespassing on the land and to discourage people from attending the location and exited the venue to await Mr Cordell’s exit with the sound equipment. Whilst waiting I radioed for the on-call Superintendent so 1 could get the various Rave legislation approved so that I could seize the sound equipment and enforce a rave cordon on Millmarsh Lane to prevent people entering. Whilst stood by the venue a number of people began leaving, most were laughing but the odd one was blaming police for stopping the event. Suddenly there was a huge number of mainly teenagers walking towards me from the direction of Mollison Avenue. Apparently, this group had all arrived together from the nearby railway station. Straight away some of this group headed straight towards us saying they were going to storm the place. 1 had been joined by a few team officers and we advised them that the rave had been closed down and they would not be allowed to enter. There was some verbal confrontation but the large group which was up to 100 strong moved off round the comer with some overheard saying they would break in around the corner. As they began to move off Mr Cordell stood by the break in the fence and shouted words to the effect of, “Come on, there is more of you”. 1 quickly went up to Mr Cordell and told him to stop or 1 would arrest him to prevent a breach of the peace. At this Mr Cordell went back and stayed away. The large group did indeed try to get into adjoining premises that they thought led to the rave venue but were slopped by officers and moved off back into Millmarsh lane, although one officer Pc Wale was injured during a struggle. I requested the attendance of as many units as possible including dogs and TSG as the
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group were becoming more hostile towards officers despite there being no music now and being informed of the closure. A short while later officers I had positioned at the junction radioed that there was now an even bigger crowd advancing on them. 1 arrived at the junction to see a very large number of people, now up to 200 walking with purpose towards officers stood in the road, suddenly objects began to get thrown from the crowd towards police. 1 saw traffic cones, cone lights, bottles and stones begin to land near Officers so that they had to quickly move out of the way. I again heard phrases similar to “storm them”. Fearing imminent violence, I drew and extended my baton as did my colleagues. 1 could hear shouts of “get back” but the crowd continued to throw items, some of which were landing on cars that had been temporarily stopped due to the group. We had been joined by two dog units who took the lead in dispersing the crowd. At this point there were two arrests to my left and along with the dogs this seemed to make the crowd withdraw. I told my officers and the dogs not to follow the crowd as they were now by the train station with nowhere to go as the barriers were down. There was a tense standoff for some time, but the group eventually got onto trains and left the area. 1 was informed by another unit that Mr Cordell had also left, with his equipment. 1 tasked arriving TSG with local reassurance patrols but shortly after they started, I was advised that most of the group were wandering around near to Ponders End. I tasked TSG with following this group and was informed by their Inspector that their unmarked unit had overheard talk that the rave was now going to be Southwest of the original location. I was aware that TSG subsequently saw Simon Cordell by the Crown Lane Industrial Estate where he has held a rave before and had stopped the group from forcibly breaking into this location. Finally, after close to three hours later, the group dispersed, and I was informed that social media was indicating the rave would now be Epping Forest. The whole incident took a vast number of resources to police and there were two arrests for drugs possession and two for drunk and disorderly behaviour. One officer was injured with a deep cut to his elbow requiring first aid by the Police FME and emergency calls whilst answered were subject to delay.

In looking around for a way of carriage I noticed a wheelie dustbin that had been lying on its side and checked the condition that it got left in. It got left clean, and it was available for our use.

Being locked up by the police and the local council made life harder for me, in just looking after myself, so how am I supposed to look after another man’s child like this or have my own. I refer to: Friday
2) 12th September 2014,
3) what is the date of the start of the Anti-Social behaviour case, which never got served in accordance with the law; this was for a multitude of reasons,
4) the first being that the application was too big to fit into my letter box, so I did not accept it
5) and because of this, I dispute that I ever got served the Anti-Social Behaviour Order folder correctly, as it never got handed to me.
6) What really happened next is, I was in at my home, and I was alone,
7) I had got upset because of everything that had been going wrong in my life, but the truth is that on this day, I woke up as normal, so for me to continue with making my plans for a positive future be able to come true.
8) I was doing this by working hard on the right things and by this time I was well into the daily routine of the constructive work towards the development off my company and my future life.

2) I am aware that at the interim hearing on 5th November 2014 at Highbury Comer Magistrates, Mr CORDELL made certain representations in relation to his company "Too Smooth".
3) I have searched the Police systems as I am aware that Mr CORDELL stated that he had a curfew so was not leaving his house between certain times.
4) The last bail conditions that I can find were issued at Woolwich Crown Court in April 2014 and had no curfew attached.
5) I have discussed entertainments licenses with the Police and Council licensing officers and they have informed me that if Mr CORDELL was to use a venue that was already licensed, he would not need to apply for regulated entertainment unless he wished to extend the event above and beyond the hours that the licensed premises already hold.
6) However, he could apply for a temporary event notice (TEN) to extend existing hours or indeed apply for an event in an unlicensed premise.
7) The drawback to a TEN is that it limits numbers to no more than 499 people at any one time.
8) Police and Council can object to TEN applications within 3 days of the application being submitted

· When sitting down at home alone I wonder; who told the coppers and them involved pacific members of neighbours, that it was OK to try to kill me, I had found my person getting locked in my own home like a prisoner oh how the average normal days slowed down that went past, and turned bad, this is the day that I ended up at my mother’s :-I had been at my own home at first with a good friend all day when at around the time of eleven o’clock I received a phone call on my personal mobile phone, this was to my surprise as I had just brought a new phone- smart chip card and I had yet had the chance to supply the telephone number to any other person, when asking the person who they were while on the phone they replied “police,” they explained to me, that they had been a couple off police officer’s earlier in the day whom had been outside of my home address and together they had been trying to gain entry and to do this they needed the entry code. When asked why they continue to explain: — so that they could speak to me. I asked the reason for their visit, and this never got explained to me, so that got clearly explained to me, to understand, so instead I gave the right entry code minus the last correct digit, I pacifically recollect asking repeatedly, for the person on the phone to give me their badge number and I got refused, so in completing our conversation we said bye to each other, and it came to an end. On consultation with my friend to what had just happened on the phone, we both walked towards my mother’s home and got done as for our own belief in our safety. Before walking towards my mother’s home, we phoned the emergency services, so to ask if there was any record on the police computers, what would have been of a police officer that had made the phone call, which I had received. The reply given by the police civilian’s while on the phone was a simple, blunt answer of, “No. The next decision me and my friend made was to make another phone call, this was to call my mother, so for all to explain the version of events to each other regarding what had happened and also in doing so to make sure that we had highlighted our concerns of our own safety to her, while still on the phone we all together made the agreement for me and my friend to make our way to her home. After the phone call had finished me and my friend chose to statically, plan our chosen route and then made our way on foot. By this time both of our resources of available capital had become low, for me this was due to the police restrictions I had gotten placed on the bail conditions that get compiled together with the additional, driving bans had taken the role on me. We started our mission to get to our location when while on route we were both compromised in our plan for a peace full walk; this got managed by members of the met police force, as we had foreseen may have happened prior, I remember knowing that this was to our own dissatisfaction. This incident got added latter into the on goings of the Anti-Social Behaviour Order. In the full search for the true incident of occurrences that happened on this night: a person will find out that this is what really occurred; On this night we were latter to understand what happened the reason being is:- my mother made a phone call to the police, this was once me and my friend had got off the phone to her, she done this so that she could understand what had truly, happened and why it had, It got explained to her after calling the emergency 999 number from her mobile phone, that police officers attended my home address earlier, the reason that the officer done this got said to have been because they claimed to have received a phone call from myself earlier in the day, to which I dispute as this was not true. The police officers who said that they had come to my house where the officers who latter pulled me over with my friend and were the same officer to then update an Anti-Social Behaviour Order application later with this incident. When we got pulled over on this incident we got stopped, we got searched and after the event, we got let to go free pretty soon after, this problem occurred with the police alongside a roadside and this road was the same as any other road, it had adjoining roads that lead to other destinations, on this occasion roads leading off the road to where we all got pulled over, was towards industrial estates, to which my Anti-Social Behaviour Order conditions will condemn me to prison for, if ever found guilty and would mean up to the time of five years in prison and if this was to happen, then it would also mean, that I would gain a mark on my criminal record, as an Anti-Social Behaviour Order is not a criminal offence on its own, but once found guilty for what it probates, the Anti-Social Behaviour Order conditions of any proven breach become a criminal offence. At present, I do not have a criminal record that I must declare to any person, as they were minor offences when I was a young man known as “Time Spent.” When I and my friend finally, reached into my mother’s house we both stayed and sleep there over the night and have something to eat and done so, in the morning my friend left to his own house.

2) I am aware that at the interim hearing on 5th November 2014 at Highbury Comer Magistrates, Mr CORDELL made certain representations in relation to his company "Too Smooth".
3) I have searched the Police systems as I am aware that Mr CORDELL stated that he had a curfew so was not leaving his house between certain times.
4) The last bail conditions that I can find were issued at Woolwich Crown Court in April 2014 and had no curfew attached.
5) I have discussed entertainments licenses with the Police and Council licensing officers and they have informed me that if Mr CORDELL was to use a venue that was already licensed, he would not need to apply for regulated entertainment unless he wished to extend the event above and beyond the hours that the licensed premises already hold.
6) However, he could apply for a temporary event notice (TEN) to extend existing hours or indeed apply for an event in an unlicensed premise.
7) The drawback to a TEN is that it limits numbers to no more than 499 people at any one time.
8) Police and Council can object to TEN applications within 3 days of the application being submitted

9) The Police licensing officer has checked, in my presence, the Borough of Enfield's licensing system where applications get lodged and has confirmed that Simon CORDELL has never applied for anything regarding entertainment.

	Are you Simon Cordell?

	THE DEFENDANT:

	Yes, that’s correct.

	THE CLERK:

	Thanks. Take a seat.

	THE RECORDER:
	Mr Pottinger, yes?

	MR POTTINGER:
	My learned friend Mr Kennedy is for the appellant. Your Honour, the ~ this is a case of no insurance.

	THE RECORDER:
	Mm.

	MR POTTINGER:
	The defendant was stopped on Brixton Hill in a Ford Transit with a colleague. There are some disputes as to facts but according to the officer he appeared to be working at the time. There is in place a valid policy of insurance for that vehicle, the vehicle covering social, domestic, pleasure and motor trade purposes but not work.

	THE RECORDER:
	Social, domestic...?

	MR POTTINGER:
	Pleasure and motor trade purposes. I’ve been -1 was looking at Archbold with my learned friend just to see as far as what issues — who the burden is on. The prosecution has to prove that the defendant used a vehicle on a road. Once that is established, it’s for the defendant to prove there was a valid policy of insurance in force at the time. There’s no dispute the vehicle was being used on a road, there’s no dispute there was a valid policy of insurance in force at the time. The dispute here is the nature of the use at the time and in the place. I just want to check before we start on whom that burden falls.

	THE RECORDER:
	Right.

	MR POTTINGER:
	Archbold is silent on the point. I was just reconsidering matters. I don’t know if — I really think it should be established before we start just by looking at a court copy of Wilkinson although the difficulty being — or sometimes Blackstone is clearer than others. But I think it’s something that really needs to just be checked before we start because

They’re — they’re about to call evidence to say so. His -- he says he wasn’t. He says that he was going to see somebody about future work, and I don’t — as I understand it, I don’t think the Crown suggest that if his position is correct or cannot be disproven that they — that his insurance was invalid.

	And there are cards in the van. I am concerned. I’m not sure that necessarily is

	THE RECORDER:
	I have my cards in the car. It doesn’t mean I’m driving round touting for work.

	MR KENNEDY:
	Can I -- can I expand then. Not touting around looking for tradesman work or — or the like but was going to see somebody at a building that was going to be turned into a club, looking for a management role in the club.

	THE RECORDER:
	Yes.

	MR KENNEDY:
	That’s what we would say clearly. So, it’s not — it’s not driving around looking for handiwork. The Crown’s evidence seems — they’re — they’re obviously not constrained by what’s simply in the one witness statement, but it does seem geared very much towards saying that he is a tradesman going about his daily work.
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	THE RECORDER:
	Does the Crown know what its case is?

	MR POTTINGER:
	Well

	THE RECORDER:
	I — I — I — I’m really concerned about this because I’m concerned just taking it off one piece of paper, the certificate.

	MR POTTINGER:
	Yes.

	There is a policy in existence. There must be.

	Isn’t it the case that before he made that comment following arrest that he was explaining to you that he wasn’t working and that he was actually going to see someone about getting future work?

	A
	The only comment I’ve made in my notes is — is that initial one which stated -- where he stated, “I’ll give you my insurance but I’m just going in there to do some work”.

	Q
	Forget your notes for a moment. Let’s concentrate on this phrase, this agreed phrase - “Nah, you don’t know nothing. I was trying to get a job here.
You don’t understand, man.”
Okay?
Before he said that, isn’t it the position that he was explaining “I was trying to get a job here”?

	A
	I don’t recall that. My — my recollection is that he was there to try and get some work.

	Q
	All right — sorry?

	A
	He was there to try and get some work. So, whether it — I don’t know whether you’re asking me about a job or work. It’s

	Q
	That was — that was what he said?
“I’m there to try and get some work”?

	A
	Yes.

	Q
	Now we know he said that after arrest. Yes?
You’ve noted that.

	A
	I don’t believe it was after arrest.

	Q
	Sorry. After caution.

	A
	Yes, after caution.

	Q
	Yes. He’d said that earlier before that, hadn’t he?

	A
	Sorry, can I ask you just to go over that again?

	Q
	Yes. Right. You’ve said how you cautioned him. And you reasonably suspected Mr Cordell was driving the vehicle for business purposes. You pointed out the offence of no insurance and then you cautioned him to which the response
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	Q
	was “Nah, you don’t know nothing. I was trying to get a job here. You don’t understand, man.”
Okay?

	A
	Yes, that’s correct.

	Q
	So, after the caution he said to you that you weren’t understanding him and that he was trying to get a job? B A Yes, that’s correct.

	Q
	Okay. Now what I’m suggesting to you is before the caution there was a conversation in which he was trying to get you to understand that he was looking — he had an appointment to see someone about future work.

	C
	I don’t recall that, unfortunately.


	A
	the ~ it might just be a turn of phrase, but you said that he was wearing working clothes in paint — covered in paint and dirt. That caused you to suspect he was working.

Yes?

	Q
	Yes.

	A
	The — there was a dispute by the roadside, wasn’t there, about whether he was working?

	D
	Yes, yes. That is fair to say.

	Q
	and he was saying he wasn’t, and you were saying he was?

	A
	Yes.

	Q
	Right. The initial conversation with him or the initial interaction with him you have said that he said “I’m busy. I’m just off to do some work. I’ll give you my insurance. I’m just going in there to do some work.” He never said that did he?

	A
	Well, I believe he did, yes.

	Q
	You’ve just said a moment ago that he was disputing that he was working?

	A
	Yes. He subsequently did dispute that.

	Q
	Right. So, you’re saying there was this change of tack?
Is that your evidence?

	A
	Yes. My evidence is that Mr Cordell when he realised that the trader’s policy wasn’t going to sort of pull any wool over my eyes, he actually became -- that’s what caused him to become un-co-operative towards me, when he realised that actually he wasn’t going to be successful in fobbing me off.

	F
	Well, I suggest to you -- I’ll make it plain. His case is that you are either being untruthful or mistaken when you say that he said that he was off to do some work?

	A
	Well, I certainly am being truthful.
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	Q
	So, we’ve got in terms of your - obviously informing your thinking of why he — why you thought he was working, you’ve got — it was a -- it was a weekday, and it was during working hours?
Yes?


	A
	Yes.

	Q
	That’s equally consistent with going to see someone about future work.
Would you agree?


	A
	Yes, it’s — in and of itself it’s not enough, no.

	Q
	You make the point about his what you say were working clothes covered in paint and dirt?

	A
	Yes.

	Q
	I suggest to you you’re wrong about that and in fact he had on maybe scruffy jeans, but he wasn’t in workmen’s clothing?

	A
	(No audible reply)

	Q
	You’re wrong, aren’t you?
He had scruffy jeans on but he didn’t have workmen’s clothing?

	A
	Well, I — I can’t recall the exact clothing, but he looked to me like a builder from the paint, the — the dirt on his clothes.

	Q
	But we’ve got no description of the clothing really, have we?

	A
	If I just refer to my notes. Yes. In my statement all I — all I say is that they were dressed in clothing covered with paint and other dirt.

	Q
	Jeans, overalls, colour?

	A
	I don’t recall.

	Q
	This was a point you raised with him by the roadside, and he explained to you that these weren’t his — these weren’t working clothes. Do you recall that?

	A
	No, I don’t recall that, no.

	Q
	The cards that you rely on to -- that informed your thinking. Did you seize any of these cards?

	A
	Yes, I did seize one of those business cards.

	Q
	Have you got it?

	A
	No. Unfortunately, I do not have it with me.

	Q
	Why not?

	A
	I was unable to obtain it from the property store at Kennington police station.
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	Q
	Again, this was a point that you raised with Mr Cordell by the roadside, and he explained how the card wasn’t for him working as a tradesman, rather that he has a company which acts as a middleman for tradesmen and that’s why his name was on the card. Do you remember that?

	A
	No, I do not recall that.

	Q
	So, we’ve got the time of the day, you’ve got his clothing, you’ve got the cards. Anything else?

	A
	And his initial comment of course.

	Q
	Workmen often, tradesmen, will carry tools around in a van, won’t they?

	A
	Yes. Often.

	Q
	Any tools?

	A
	Not that I recall, no.

	Q
	There’s no reference to tools in your statement, is there?

	A
	No.

	Q
	I think you were asked about this at the Magistrates’ Court. There’s no secret. This matter has been before the Magistrates’ Court. And I think it’s right you gave the same answer you’ve just given; you don’t recall there being any tools?

	A
	Yes. I don’t recall.

	Q
	You would have noted them?

	A
	I would like to think so.

	Q
	If you’re noting factors which suggest that he is working as a tradesman that day, there’s no way you’d have left that out, is there?

	A
	Well, never say never, I suppose. Obviously, Mr Cordell was un-co-operative, you know, throughout this sort of encounter from the moment he realised I was going to be looking — dealing with the offence that I had before me. But, no, I don’t recall any tools.

	Q
	Okay. I’ve got a -- you spoke to the insurance company when you were by the roadside, didn’t you?

	A
	Yes, I did.

	MR KENNEDY:
	I’ve got the — what I suggest is the tape of -- CD recording of this call. I just want to play an excerpt of it.

	THE RECORDER:
	Well, is this the call that the officer makes?

	MR KENNEDY:
	Yes.
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	THE RECORDER:
MR KENNEDY:
	Thank you.

	(An excerpt from the recording of the telephone call was played)

	That’s -- you, yes?

	You said to the insurance company there “Looking at the van, it’s got a load of tools in”?

	And when you said that to the insurance company, you were lying, weren’t you?

	I don’t recall lying. I’m faced with two -- obviously I’ve got my recollection and my notes and then I’ve obviously got that recording.

	We went through that your notes were comprehensive. Yes?
Didn’t we? Officer?

	A
	Yes, you asked me, yes.

	Q
	Yes. And we went through that you had outlined the factors informing your view that these people were working? Yes?

	A
	Yes.

	Q
	Obviously, tools in the van would be an obvious indicator of that?
Yes?

	A
	Yes.

	Q
	No reference in your statement to tools?

	A
	No. No reference to tools.

	Q
	No reference to tools in the Magistrates’ Court?
Yes?

	A
	No. Yes, correct.

	Q
	On the scene there you’re ringing up the insurance company saying there’s a load of tools in there - “It’s got a load of tools in”?

	A
	(No audible reply)

	Q
	You — you were dishonest in your dealings with Mr Cordell, weren’t you?

	A
	Well, I don’t believe I was, no.
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	Q
	And it’s not true that he said he was going to do some work. He said he was going to speak to someone about work. You had quite a conversation with him on the roadside. He was explaining to you?

	A
	(No audible reply)

	Q
	Yes?

	A
	I don’t recall the conversation we had, obviously the specifics of it, no.

	Q
	You’ve told us about — do you remember that Mr Cordell spoke to the insurance company first?

	A
	No, I don’t recall that.

	Q
	By the roadside what happens - see if this jogs your memory. Mr Cordell spoke to the insurance company about the insurance, yes?
And then you — and then you rang subsequently. You were there when he rang them and then he was there when you rang them there?
Yes?

	A
	I — I’m sure he probably was with me when I called them.

	Q
	Yes. And you’ve gone about — on about him being un-co-operative and so on. What actually happened is he took affront to you ringing the insurance company and lying to them about there being a load of tools in the van?
Do you remember that?

	A
	No. Unfortunately, I do not recall that, no.

	Q
	And he was saying “Why are you lying to the insurance company?
Why are you saying there’s tools in the van?
There isn’t.” Do you remember that?

	A
	No, I — I do not recall that, no.

	Q
	That’s the exchange, I’d suggest, that you’re characterising as him being uncooperative?

	A
	(No audible reply)

	Q
	Mm?

	A
	Sorry, I’m -- is there a question?

	Q
	That’s the position, isn’t it?

	A
	No. I don’t recall that. My --— I suppose my position would be that obviously on stopping the van I — I don’t recall exactly when in the sequence I’ve -- contacted the insurance company. You see, I hadn’t searched the van, I suppose. I — I — you know, I’d seen from a glance sort of loose items and debris in the - in the front of the van.

	So, you hadn’t searched the van?

	A
	No, I don’t believe I had by the — when I was phoning the insurance company.
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	A Yes, a statement format so there – I have a copy of that. MG11.

	THE RECORDER:
	I’d like to see a copy of it, please. Thank you. When did you make this statement?
A (No audible reply)

	THE RECORDER:
	I can’t see a time or date-stamp on it.

	Yes, I know. That’s-well

	THE RECORDER:
	How do you know that?

	Have you got your handwritten notes or the typed-up statement?

	A
	I’ve got my;

	Q
	It doesn’t really matter.

	A
	I’ve got my typed statement. I don’t know if.


	MR KENNEDY:
	Is it the same as the notebook?

	THE RECORDER:
	I’d like to see a copy. Have you got your actual notebook, officer? Have you got your actual notebook?
A Not from the time, no.

	MR KENNEDY:
	The statement was

	THE RECORDER:
	Mr Kennedy, do you have a copy of the actual notebook?

	MR KENNEDY:
	No, I don’t. Was-- there actually a notebook or is it
A I believe it will have been original notes on the fixed penalty notice if — if that’s what’s being referred to.

	MR KENNEDY:
	Right.

	THE RECORDER:
	I’m slightly confused because at the outset of this officer’s evidence it was put to him that he’d made notes and now it seems that we’re not talking about notes, we’re talking about a statement or a proforma.

	MR KENNEDY:
	Were — were your notes actually in a statement format?
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	A Yes, a statement format so there – I have a copy of that. MG11.

	MR POTTINGER:
	The statement’s dated 14th November.

	THE RECORDER:
	I’d like to see a copy of it, please. Thank you. When did you make this statement?
A (No audible reply)

	THE RECORDER:
	I can’t see a time or date-stamp on it.

	MR KENNEDY:

	What the vehicle is?

	A
	Yes.

	Q
	Contents of the vehicle?

	A
	Yes.

	Q
	And so, if there were tools in the vehicle then they would be noted, wouldn’t they?

	A
	I believe that the particular interest is around the value so if it’s something of value then it’s recorded. So, if tools are of a value to the individual then, yes, they are, they will be recorded, yes.

	Q
	Well, I mean, let’s use your — let’s use your phrase, “a load of tools”. If you seize someone you believe to be a workman’s vehicle and it’s got a load of tools in it, i.e., their livelihood, part of their livelihood, a seizure notice would be obliged to cover the fact that a load of tools had been seized, wouldn’t it?

	A.
	Again I -- again I would come back to — to what extent they’re of value. Certainly, if it was sort of large machinery then, yes. If it’s maybe a couple of screwdrivers on the dashboard then I can see why that might get overlooked. But, yes, in general you do record what’s -- in the vehicle, yes.

	Q
	Tools of the trade from a trade — you can’t just go about taking a tradesman’s van with a load of tools in it without giving them a receipt telling them what you’ve told -showing them what you’re taking (Inaudible)?

	A
	Correct.

	Q
	I don’t know if you — did you draft the seizure notice in this case?

	A
	I do not recall.

	Q
	No. There’s no reference on the seizure notice in this case -- I think it will be agreed in due course. No reference to tools on the seizure notice. Are you able to explain that?

	Q
	No, I’m — I’m not able to explain. I — I don’t recall whether it was myself or another colleague that completed the seizure notice.
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	Q
	All right. Just to make Mr Cordell’s position plain, I accept you formed the impression that he was working. But he told you he wasn’t. Yes?

	A
	Yes. Ultimately over the course of that interaction he did dispute that, yes.

	Q
	And when you say that at the outset of the conversation, he told you he was working, I suggest you’re being dishonest?

	A
	No. I would reject that.

	Q
	And the reason that he got arrested and the van seized rather than a fixed penalty notice — you say it’s because he was being un-co-operative?
Yes?

	A
	In terms of the seizure?

	Q
	In terms of why this wasn’t dealt with by way of a fixed penalty notice, why it was dealt with in terms of him being arrested and then the van needing to be seized.

	A
	Yes. He was being un-co-operative.

	Q
	Because you say he was being un-co-operative. I suggest to you he was standing his ground saying, “I haven’t been working here” and was saying “Why are you lying to my insurance company?”

	A
	I don’t — I don’t recall him saying that I’d lied to the insurance company.

	THE RECORDER:
	You certainly hadn’t told them the truth, had you, on the face of it?
A I certainly acknowledge there’s a discrepancy there, your Honour.

	THE RECORDER:
	Yes.

	MR KENNEDY:
	Thank you. Nothing further.
Re-examined by MR POTTINGER

	Q
	Did you — you said he became un-co-operative and at a later stage claimed that he was looking for work rather than working?
Is that right?

	A
	Yes.

	Q
	Had you mentioned the insurance before he — in terms of him saying that he was actually looking for work rather than working, can you help us when that change happened?

	A
	As soon as — for me anyway, as soon as I’d asked — as soon as I’d asked for his documents initially and he’d said “Oh, you know, I’m busy. I’m just going to go in there and do some work” for me the — the suspicion was there, “Well, I need to make sure on the insurance that it covers him for...” — “...for business” and then of
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	A
	course over the process of saying “Can I see your insurance certificate?” and so on, yes, it’s become clear that I’m digging into his insurance.


	Q
	Can you actually recall seeing anything in the vehicle apart from loose items and debris?

	A
	No. Loose items

	Q
	And the cards?

	A.
	the business cards and debris, yes.

	MR POTTINGER:
	I’ve got no further questions. Does your Honour have any questions?

	THE RECORDER:
	Yes. Was it a solid van or an open transit?

	A.
	My apologies, your Honour. Can you repeat

	Q
	Was it a solid van or was it an open-backed?

	A.
	It was a closed

	Q.
	Closed.

	A
	panel vans.

	Q.
	Did you look in it?

	A.
	No, not initially, no. I don’t believe I did.

	Q
	Did you see any ladders?

	A
	No, I don’t recall any ladders.

	Q
	Paint pots?

	A
	No, I don’t recall any paint pots.

	Q
	Tools?

	A
	I don’t recall any tools.

	Q
	Thank you. You rang the insurers having been given the certificate of motor insurance? Is that right?

	A
	Yes, that’s correct.

	Q
	Where did you get the phone number from?

	A
	(No audible reply)

	Q
	I can’t see it on this certificate. Perhaps it’s just my eyesight but


	A
	I don’t recall where I got the number from.
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	Q
	Right. I think somebody knows but we can deal with that later. You don’t recall anyway?


	A
	No.

	Q
	Thank you. Anything else? No. Thank you, officer. That’s all. I would like you to remain at court, please, and I would like you to produce all the notes that you’ve relied upon this morning and hand them to Mr Pottinger. Thank you.

	A
	Yes, your Honour. Thank you.

	Q
	You may leave the courtroom but don’t leave the building, please.

	A
	Yes, your Honour.
Thank you.

	(The witness withdrew)


	THE RECORDER:
	Anything else, Mr Pottinger, you wish to call?

	MR POTTINGER:
	No.

	THE RECORDER:
	Any other evidence?

	MR POTTINGER:
	No.

	THE RECORDER:
	That’s it, is it?

	MR KENNEDY:
	There’s five minutes before lunch. I’ve got a submission. It’s a ^ very short one. I can fit it in the five minutes.

	THE RECORDER:
	Yes. Thank you. Fire away.

	MR KENNEDY:
	Well, the burden is on the Crown to establish beyond reasonable doubt that Mr Cordell was working that day. They’ve only called one witness. I p suggest to you that he was a problematic witness and that in terms of the factors that he records that would suggest that he was working, they don’t reach the threshold of beyond reasonable doubt. You’ve got that it was a workday during working hours but that doesn’t really take the case anywhere. We’ve got a suggestion of paint on clothing. Well, you’ve heard that it’s been challenged. It’s a matter for you how much credibility you give that witness, but it doesn’t take the G case to the threshold, I suggest. The same for cards. And there is - there’s an absence — aside from that there’s an absence of — of the sort of thing that you might expect to be produced to prove somebody was working. Your Honour just raised a couple, but the list is long, isn’t it?
There are ladders, paint pots, tools, any paraphernalia. Not even a search of the van and no enquiries, it appears, made with — at the scene of the person he — it’s — with anybody, no — no enquiries at the ® scene to establish that he was working.
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	MR KENNEDY:
	It’s Galbraith (Inaudible), isn’t it?

	
	Yes. I would suggest the answer is No.

	THE RECORDER:
	Thank y What you do have — the height of the Crown’s case would be the admission that the — by Mr. Cordell that he said at the start “I’m just going to work”. That’s the height of the Crown’s case. In my submission, you cannot rely on that being an accurate and truthful note of the conversation that he -- because of the credibility issues concerning the one witness who gives that evidence. So, taking a step back, can the Crown prove beyond reasonable doubt on the evidence we’ve heard already that — I know that’s not the test at this stage but applying the correct test at this stage, the half-time test, could a reasonable -- could a reasonable tribunal properly directed convict on the evidence that they’ve heard?
us. Mr Pottinger?

	MR KENNEDY:
	What do you say about the burden of proof in relation to this offence not for the half-time submission but for the end of the day?

	THE RECORDER:
	(In fraud the evidence is that the defendant was there with Dean Reid, according to the officer in clothing consistent with work in a vehicle in a condition although without tools consistent with being used for work, with a number of business cards containing the names Dean and Simon, the two persons in that van, advertising a business in provision of general repairs, painting decorating, man and van removals, cleaning, property maintenance services. So, the Crown say that there’s an obvious inference there. Simon and Dean were in a van together, there’s a card saying Simon and Dean, general jobs - nothing to do with the motor trade because that would be covered by the use - in a van, consistent with it being used for odd jobs, in clothing consistent with being used with odd jobs and — and an admission at the star table).

	MR POTTINGER:
	On the Crown to prove beyond reasonable doubt that there was no policy in force?

	THE RECORDER:
	Well, no. No, it’s not. It’s for the defendant to prove on the balance of probabilities there was no policy in force for the use of that vehicle.

	MR POTTINGER:
	Sorry, for the defendant to prove

	THE RECORDER:
	It’s for the defendant — sorry, for the defendant to prove on
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	MR POTTINGER:
	the balance of probabilities. It’s really a question of the use of the vehicle and the nature of the use. So the

	THE RECORDER:
	It all comes down to the use, doesn’t it?

	MR POTTINGER:
	Yes.

	THE RECORDER:
	Thank you.

	MR POTTINGER:
	That was the -- grey area which I was seeking just to think about briefly.

	THE RECORDER:
	Well, I understand. But I just wanted to clarify

	MR POTTINGER:
	Yes. No, you can — the -- it’s an absolute offence. I think the — and the burden of proof section is at 32-179. The prosecution has to prove the vehicle — used a vehicle on the road. Once that is established it’s for the defendant to prove there was a valid policy in force at the time. But the slight grey area here is the — it’s the nature of the use that’s being contested.

	THE RECORDER:
	Yes. Thank you. Anything else?

	MR POTTINGER:
	No.

	THE RECORDER:
	Thank you. Although it’s after one o’clock, we’re going to rise and we’re going to come back within the next five or ten minutes and deal with this submission. I apologise to all those whose luncheon it will interfere with, but it may take less time in the end. Thank you very much.

	(There followed a short adjournment)


	THE RECORDER:
	We’ve considered this case very carefully and we’re very unhappy with it. In essence, we are going to take a robust approach and we are going to dismiss this case now thereby allowing the appeal. I don’t propose to give any further grounds or reasons. We are not satisfied that the Crown have shown sufficient cause that this man wasn’t covered by this policy, if you’ll forgive the double negatives, and in the circumstances, we allow the appeal.

	Application for costs granted.

	I would like to see the officer’s notebooks, please, Mr Pottinger, and I’d like them handed to the clerk, the original ones, so that I can view them, and they will be returned in due course.

	MR POTTINGER:
	What — what he gave me was — was in fact the same statement you have.

	THE RECORDER:
	Right. He said - he referred to some — there was - as though there was a date-stamp on the back of something.

	There’s a — that’s the

	THE RECORDER:
	Can I see that now? That’ll be fine.

	MR POTTINGER:
	Yes, certainly.

	THE RECORDER:
	Thank you very much.

· I have always wanted to give something back to the community. I have established my web site with a lot of help of others and have now "parked" my company, and I exhibit proof of this of this as SC/1. The company is not yet trading, but I aim to trade soon.
· I was placed in the care system as a child, and I try to help vulnerable people. I know what it is like to have to fend for yourself. I exhibit letters of proof that I have helped homeless people as exhibit SC/2.

	· I believe that this application is an attempt by members of the police and local Authority to find me guilty of offences I have not committed in turn having an effect on my health and stopping me from developing my company, and it is not acceptable or reasonable. I am in the process of developing a business plan for a festival at Barley lands in Essex. I had planned to have this event in 2014, however, the stress of the ongoing ASBO proceedings have stopped me from putting this festival on. I exhibit a draft business plan as exhibit SC/3, and a business submission form for a community festival as exhibit SC/4.
· I was once arrested by members of the police outside White Sands Nightclub on 14th November 2013 at Brixton Hill, and I had my van seized.
· The reason given for stopping me was that I had "tools of the trade” in my van and my insurance did not cover driving a vehicle on this basis.
· My vehicle was seized as it was alleged that I did not have insurance.
· I was actually insured at the time, and there were no tools in my van.
· I exhibit proof of my insurance as exhibit SC/4.
· A police officer gave incorrect evidence in court that he had not taken my vehicle because there were tools in it; however, he had made an inconsistent statement previously saying that there were tools in the van.
· I exhibit proof of this incident as exhibits SC/5, a witness statement authenticating the sound recordings I have submitted, exhibit SC/6, transcripts of sound recordings of conversations with police personnel and my insurance company, and exhibit SC/7, a sound recording of a phone call from a police officer to my insurance company, and exhibit SC/8, a further sound recording of a phone call between the insurance company and the police car pound.
· I was convicted of driving without insurance on the basis of his evidence.
· I am appealing against conviction on the basis that the police officer gave incorrect evidence to court.
· My insurance company has provided me with a letter of indemnity and witness statement in this respect; however, I am currently banned from driving as a result of the officer’s incorrect evidence.
· I exhibit the clerk’s notes from the Magistrates Court trial verifying that the police officer told the court that my Van had not been seized because of there being tools in the Van, and a covering email from Lavender Hill Magistrates Court, as exhibit SC/9, and I exhibit proof that I am currently banned from driving as exhibit SC/10.
· I had a legitimate reason for being at White Sands Nightclub as I was discussing becoming entertainment manager for White Sands Nightclub; I was going to see a friend about the possibility of a job interview.
· My van was empty on the date in question.
· I accept that I own entertainment equipment.
· I have acquired these for my company.
· I am trying to build a company, and the aim was to rent the equipment out to people.
· I have prepared draft terms and conditions of business that I exhibit as SC/11. I was trying to hire the equipment out to conferences, school fates, local community events, private birthday parties until the stress became too

· I would hire the equipment out to private parties, and to people who could provide me with sufficient identification, and who could cover any damage to the equipment.
· I have worked and attempted to work with charitable organizations, in particular Muswell Hill festival helping kids with cerebral palsy, as well as the local scouts Ponders End festival, Lock to Lock festival, Enfield Town Festival, Durant’s Park Festival.
· I am a member on the committee at my local community hall,
· I have also been working alongside D.E.M.S event management services in aid of Bliss who are a charity that helps premature babies.
· I have been building strong relationships with a view to developing a running business helping make a positive effect of today’s people and society.
· I exhibit proof of my business relationship with D.E.M.S as exhibit SC/12.
· I am very concerned that this application is damaging my attempts to build a legitimate business by way of darkening my name and company brand.
· I had arranged a community charity children’s fashion show fundraiser, and I exhibit proof of this in the form of tickets that had been printed for the event as exhibit SC/13. However, this event did not go ahead as planned as the stress of these ongoing proceedings meant I could not take part in it.
· I am currently signed off from work due to problems that I am having. I exhibit proof of this in the form of my doctor’s authorisation as exhibit SC/14.
· These proceedings have taken a large part in the deterioration of my health, by way of the stress caused.
· I will now comment on the incidents that I am alleged to have been involved in and that form the substance of the complaint that has been laid against me.
· I am alleged to have been involved in the organisation of and/or supplied equipment for and/or attended an illegal rave at Canary Wharf on 12th January 2013.
· I accept having attended a private party on this date I had been invited to.
· I did not organise any event on the 12th of January 2013,
· and I did not hire out or lend any sound equipment or encourage anybody else to do so.
· I arrived at the occupied building at about 10 or 11pm.
· I was there for about 3 hours, and then I was attacked by an occupier of the building
· and I was hospitalised.
· I was taken to hospital at about 2am.
· I do not know what happened after I left,
· but I was not involved in organising any event and I did not rent or lend out any sound equipment in respect of this.
· I exhibit proof that I was hospitalised as exhibit SC/15.
· I also dispute that I have any criminal convictions for Class A drugs or for supplying any drugs.
· I did not cause any Anti-Social Behaviour on the 12th of January 2013.
· On the 07th of April 2013, I was going out with my friends and I had some off-road bikes in the back of my van.
· I was looking forward to this day, and it had been arranged for a Sunday.
· We were waiting

· Ellesmore Road is a house on a housing estate.
· I do not see how this is relevant to proceedings for an anti-social behaviour order; in addition, the prosecution offered no evidence in respect of the charges that were brought even though they were reliant on police witnesses.
· I had been wrongfully arrested for not having insurance when I was insured to drive.
· I did not cause any Anti-Social Behaviour on the 7th of April 2013.
· It is alleged that I was looking for venues in which illegal raves could be held on 24th May 2013. I dispute this.
· I had been contacted by a friend called Joshua who was living at 204 High Street Ponders End EN3 4EZ known as the Old Police Station at Ponders End.
· As I was driving towards 204 High Street I was stopped by members of the police.
· I consented to having my person and my car searched; however, I had not done anything wrong, and nothing was found.
· I dispute making any comments about being able to attract people to illegal raves and illegal 3-day events.
· I did not cause any Anti-Social Behaviour on the 24th of May 2013
· In respect of evidence raised concerning an event at Hyde Park on 20th April 2014.
· I was hired by norml-co.uk to attend the event.
· I was told it was legal, and I was hired on a dry hire basis.
· I was doing the job on a ‘no profit’ basis, and this was because the person who hired me had been let down by someone else.
· Members of the police told me at the event that I had not been hired by the organisers of the event, and that I was not supposed to be there.
· I had been hired by normal- co.uk,
· and I had been told that this was a licensed event.
· I took the police at their word,
· and I did not use my equipment on that day.
· I exhibit proof that I was hired as exhibit SC/16
· I did not cause any Anti-Social Behaviour on the 20th of April 2014.
· In respect of my presence at Unit 5 St George’s Industrial Estate, White Hart Lane on 25th May2014.
· I attended a commercial building that the occupiers were residing in having displayed s144 LASPO notices and in turn treating the premises as their home.
· There was no music played.
· I was not involved in the organisation of an illegal rave of any sort.
· I did drive there in my van VRM CX52JRZ,
· and I accept that I had 2 speakers in the van; however, I did not have a full sound system with me.
· I was using my van for storage.
· I had my van searched by members of the police, nothing was seized, and I went home I did not cause any anti-social behaviour on the 25th of May 2014.
· In respect of the 06th of June 2014 at an occupied Warehouse on Progress Way in Enfield.
· I do not accept that I was present at this warehouse on that date.
· I was with a friend at my house on this date and attended my mother’s house Lorraine Cordell my sister was present D Benjamin and

· I had arranged to drop a friend’s locker keys off to him, I left the pub/hall to go and visit my friend who was residing at Progress Way.
· I accept that I was approached by members of the police, he asked me my name and my details, and I did not reply to him.
· He asked me to follow him back to where I had just come from, which was where my car was parked along the Great Cambridge Road.
· I did what he asked. I felt like I was being accused of organising a rave, which I had not done.
· I then waited in the petrol station a cross the road for my friend so that I could give him his locker keys back.
· I then left and went back home.
· I was not involved in organising any event at a Warehouse on Progress Way.
· At no point was any of my sound equipment used for this event
· or did I cause any anti-social behaviour on the 7th of June 2014.
· I was not present at any event on Progress Way on the 8th of June 2014.
· I was at my mother’s house with my mother, Lorraine Cordell and my Nan, Sister Deon Benjamin, and a family friend, Jamie Duffy.
· On the 20th of June 2014 I am alleged to have been involved in the organisation of and/or supplied equipment for and/or attended an illegal rave at 1 Falcon Park, Neasden Lane, NW10.
· I had been contacted and asked if I would hire a sound system out for a gentleman’s birthday party. I agreed to do so, and the sound system and a van were collected from my house.
· My terms and conditions were signed, and a deposit was given to me.
· I exhibit the terms and conditions and a copy invoice in respect of the transaction as exhibit SC/18.
· I received a phone call at 1am in the morning by a client who said that the sound system was being seized, and that the police were in attendance.
· I remember getting up and attending at around 1am to 2am.
· It took me 1 hour and 10 minutes to attend.
· I remember there being lots of members of the police present when approaching the address, I had been given.
· I parked my car and approached the police at the doors and spoke to the police officers I explained and showed the invoice and a copy of my terms and conditions of hire.
· I was allowed entry to pack the sound system away,
· and it was explained to me that it was being confiscated.
· I was allowed to collect the sound system from the police at a later date.
· I never returned the sound system to the client as he had breached my terms and conditions.
· I did not knowingly supply equipment for an illegal party.
· I did not cause any Anti-Social Behaviour on the 20th of June 2014

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· On 19th July 2014 I am alleged to have been involved in the organisation of and/or supplied equipment for and/or attended an illegal rave at the 198 Great Cambridge Road, Enfield Town, EN1 1UJ.
· This road is between my house and my mother’s house, and it is the route that I usually drive when going to Mac Donald’s.
· I was passing what is known at the old Carpet right, 198 Great Cambridge Road when I saw a man who I know to be homeless being detained by the police.
· As I was travelling on the opposite side of the Great Cambridge Road, travelling from Lincoln Road, I had to turn around at the closest traffic lights next to the Odeon Cinema.
· I noticed a car park a few premises before 198 Great Cambridge Road, a general car park opens to the general public and belonging to Magnet.
· I parked there as I could see that the police had blocked access to the car park belonging to 198 Great Cambridge Road.
· I locked my vehicle and walked up to where the police were detaining the person I knew.
· On doing so, a police officer approached me and told me I was under arrest for a possible breach of the peace.
· I was later released from police custody without any further action being taken.
· I was not involved in the organisation of any event on this day at 198 Great Cambridge Road, nor did I supply any equipment.
· I did not cause any Anti-Social Behaviour on the 19th of July 2014.
· On the 24th of July 2014 I am alleged to have admitted to police officers that I organized illegal raves. At about 16:30 I was driving down Alma Road.
· I use this road to travel between my mother’s house and my flat as it is the shortest route between both.
· My Nan also lived just off Alma Road just before her recent death. On travelling from my mum’s house on the 24th of July 2014 after visiting my Nan and my mother due to my Nan’s illness my Nan was staying at my mum’s house.
· I was going home to my flat.
· I used Alma Road as a route to travel as I often do.
· I noticed an unmarked police car as it was indicating to take a right turn, the opposite way from which I was travelling.
· I realized it was an unmarked police car as I had seen the driver on active duty in the local area. As I drove past it changed its indication to the way I was heading. It indicated left.
· The car followed me and then put on its blue lights.
· I pulled over to the left-hand side of the road, opposite the BMW repair center along Alma Road. On the left-hand side of the pavement leading to the back entrance of Durant’s Park a male officer got out of the passenger side and approached my driver’s door.
· I opened my window to a little and asked why I had been pulled over.
· The police officer said he was not sure why, but his colleague had instructed him to do so.
· He then went back to his unmarked police car and reproached my car window with his colleague the driver of the police car.
· I asked again why I had been pulled over, and the driver of the police car pulled out his truncheon and said I had to get out of my car, and that if I declined my window would be smashed.

· Once the police had checked everything, they needed to us parted after I had shaken hands with them.
· I then made my way home.
· I did not cause any Anti-Social Behaviour on the 24th of July 2014
· On 27th July 2014 in respect of an alleged rave on private land with a warehouse being occupied at the rear of Millmarsh Lane, Enfield.
· I am said to have been involved in the organisation of and/or supplied equipment for and or attended an illegal rave on this date.
· I attended a 20th birthday party at Millmarsh Lane, and I had dinner with people who were living there.
· I never knew of any event taking place on.
· I did not have any sound system on the premises.
· I understand that the sound system was moved at the request of police, the owners of the PA equipment was the occupiers,
· and I did not have any hand in this.
· I had been invited as a visitor.
· The occupants had placed LASPO notices on their premises.
· I did not own any of the sound equipment that was found there,
· and I did not rent or lend any sound equipment to anyone in respect of this occasion or take part in the organisation.

· I did display knowledge of nitrous oxide, but this was just in a general conversation with the police as it is information I had to learn when carrying C02 cylinders for welding.
· I do remember talking to a police officer about an occupier I had met called Jena having passed her first aid test.
· This was general conversation.
· I dispute encouraging any crowd behind a gate to come in.
· I did not try to incite others to breach the peace, and I did not try to put anyone in danger.
· I deny behaving in an anti-social manner on this date.
· I did not cause any Anti-Social Behaviour on the 09th 10th August 2014.

· I have been trying to get the records from his insurance company since this started in 2013, it has taken me to put a complaint into the financial ombudsman, I have only just managed to obtain the prove that there were no tools in his van like the police officer said for the appeal case.
· There is not just this case where he had problems with the police there was around 9 cases for the time frame of 2013 to 2014 when he was insured to drive.
· On 25/06/2013 my son was arrested at his home address.
· This case had a large impact on my son Simon Cordell heath, due to this his long team girlfriend ended their relationship due to the impact the police was having on their relationship.
· My son new he had done nothing wrong, but he was remanded by the court on the 26th of June 2013.
· On seeing my son’s Simon Cordell PNC record which was sent to me on 26/06/2013 at 20:34 via email from his solicitor I was shocked to see an error on there from many years before hand of failing to surrender which I believed had been corrected years before.
· This was one of the reasons for refusing him bail was the failing to surrender on his PNC.
· His solicitor applied the court to get him released on bail at Southwark crown court the judge did release him on the 28/06/2015 with 6 bail conditions.

· I do have the decision letter from the judge if needed for the bail application.
· And the memorandum of conviction from the case of Simon Cordell heard on 03.03.2008 at City of London Magistrate Court for failing to surrender, which showed the case was dismissed by the court due to my son proving he was in a bad accident and was in hospital.
· I also noted there were more cases on his record that could be there in error, so I contacted Highbury Corner Magistrates’ Court who now deals with cases at Enfield Magistrates’ Court this was on the 19 February 2014 via a phone call after speaking to someone at the court they asked me to send an email with all the dates and what was needed. I wrote an email, and it was sent on the 19 February 2014 at 13:36.
· It took until the 13/032014 to get the information I asked from by the court.
· I went to Enfield Magistrates’ Court to collect the information and was told to be there by 16:00 to 16:30.
· Once I got to the court, I spoke to the lady who had been gathering the information I had asked for, her name was Benedicta Odjidja.
· She came out of the office to speak to me and to explain to me about cases that was not in the courts register.
· She had a printout which I asked for a copy, and she give me one to show the cases that was not in the court register I have been trying to get these cases corrected on the PNC but due to family issues
· I have not had a lot of time and there are still cases I would like looked into at other courts.
· This information was given to Woolwich Crown Court and the Judge told the CPS to look into this and address it this has not been done.
· On I believe the 01 July 2014 Simon was found not guilty by the judge before the case went to trial. Due to information, I had obtained.
· On the 02/07/2014 we made a call to the police to ask about getting my son’s things back, to be told by the police officer in the case that the item they took from his home on the 25/06/2013 that the police had used to link my son to the crime, the police had damaged it when taking it from his garden so it was destroyed a few months after the case had started I still to this day cannot understand how evidence can be destroyed before a case went for trial.
· The police office in change told my son he could not get it back due to this. there is also the fact in this case that the police let the person who claimed the burglary get away with insurance fraud, they pined everything on to Simon but new in the Feb 2013 police allowed people to walk out with loads of things.

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· On the 10/04/2014 my son Tyrone Benjamin was in a bad motor bike accident which the police had to attend.
· My son Tyrone Benjamin was air lifted to The Royal London Hospital where he had suffered a bleed on the brain, a multiple injury to his legs and hip and ribs.
· When the police came to my home, they could not even tell me if he was alive or dead.
· Bleed on the brain Shattered left hip.
· Shattered left knee.
· Left Femur was broken in 2 places.
· Tibia on his left leg was broken in 2 places and had released the bone out
· through his left knee.
· Fibula was broken in 2 places.
· Nerves are damaged in the left leg.
· Right Ankle was shattered and above the Right Ankle, and bones in his right
· foot broken.
· He also had a few ribs that were broken.
· The hospital could not do the operation that was needed for his left leg due to the bleed on the brain so had to try to align his legs and keep then in place.
· The hospital did the 1st 8-hour operation 3 days later as they could not wait any longer the damage to the left leg was very bad.
· On this operation they tried to repair the hip and Femur the rest of the left leg and knee was put into a cage, and they cleaned the lower left leg as the bones had broken the skin and was a big cause for infection, they did not have time to do anything to the Right leg.
· Around 5 days later they did the 2nd 8-hour operation.
· This was to try to fix the left knee and the lower left leg and the right leg.
· The doctors were and still are very worried that the bones are going to die in his left leg as it is not healing the way it should.
· Since the accident his left hip and knee was showing no signs of healing, around July 2014 the knee was looking better and had started to heal but the hip was still showing no signs of healing in Sep 2014 the doctors told us that if there were no signs of healing to the hip by the Nov 2014, they would have to replace the hip.
· on the
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check-up in Nov 2014
· we had a little bit of good news the left hip had showed a little bit of healing, so they were going to keep a close eye on it.
· But since the accident his has suffered from infection to the lower left leg, so has been on tablets to try and clear it but this has not worked.
· The doctors said they could not remove the plates, pins, screws, and rods holding his left leg together, that they had to wait until it had healed more, so the infection in the lower left leg was just left to him taking tablets.
· in the Dec 2014 the infection was getting worse, and the doctor said they are going to have to remove the plates, pins, screws, and rods to that section of his lower left leg he had the operation for this on the 15/01/2015.
· So how police officers could say Tyrone Benjamin was at a rave on the 07/06/2014 is beyond me Tyrone Benjamin could not walk was in so much pain and on very strong pain killers and needed care around the clock.
· The accident he suffered is life changing he still may need his hip and knee replaced, his bones can still die in his left leg.
· He has memory problems due to the bleed on the brain, the nerves are damaged in the left leg, and he has no feeling down the outside of the left leg which the doctors have said will not come back.
· The left leg will be shorter or longer than the right leg, but the doctors cannot tell us which one as of yet.
· He is having very bad pain still and very bad pain to his lower back and to date he is still on very strong pain killers.
· His left lower leg was infected since April 2014, but the hospital could not do anything but keep him on antibiotic tablets, this lasted until the 15/01/2015 when he had an operation to remove the plates, pins, rods, to that section of the lower left leg, there is still infection to the left lower leg, but it has been better since the operation on the 15/01/2015
· In March of 2014 my mother started to feel unwell, and we were up and down her doctors.
· The doctor did think it was her gallbladder, so we were waiting for a scan date from the hospital.
· My mother was getting worse and feeling very unwell as time went on and the whole family was really worried.
· On the 07/05/2014 she had an appointment at the hospital to see her oncologist due to in 2011 my mother having
1. Bilateral Breast Cancer.
1. Wild Local Excision and Sentinel Lymph Node Biopsy.
1. Grade 2 Invasive ductal carcinoma T2 NO.
1. Right grade 1 invasive ductal carcinoma T1 NO.
1. Both tumours ER positive, PR positive, HER positive.
· She suffered from history of manic depression and was on Clozapine.
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· On the 07/05/2014 again my mother was given all clear by her oncologist.
· But my mother’s health was getting worse; her GP could not understand why she had not had the date from her scan. So, re sent off this time to Chase Farm Hospital hoping it would come faster. during the week of the 02/06/2014 she had her 4 weekly blood tests due to her being on Clozapine, on this check-up Jenny hunt noticed my mother’s heart was faster than it should be so gave her the form to get a heart trace done at chase farm hospital.
· We had booked this to be done on the 09/06/2014 after we had seen her GP.
· But around the 06/06/2014 we had noticed my mother had a yellowing to her skin.
· At this stage my mother was not feeling very well.
· I did take her for around 2 hours on the 07/06/2014 to Dwayne Edwards leaving party as she did not want to miss it as she would not see him again for around a year as he was leaving to travel the world.
· On the 09/06/2014 we went to her GP appointment we still had not had a date for her scan, and her GP was not happy about this, I told her again about the colour of my mother’s urine but tests she had done had all shown up clear for infection on her urine over the past months, and that we had also noticed yellowing to her skin and about the weigh lose.
· And that we were going to chase farm that afternoon to have her heart test done.
· She asked if we could get a full blood test done that afternoon which I said that would not be a problem.
· I took my mother to the hospital, and she had the tests done, the next day I got a call from my mother’s GP asking us to come to the GPs at 10:20 on the 10/06/2014 that my mother’s blood tests had come back grossly abnormal, I asked what this meant and was told that after she saw the doctor she would most likely need to go to the hospital.
· I said I would be there the next day with my mother.
· on the 10/06/2014 we went to the see her GP and they wrote a letter and made a call to the North Middlesex Hospital to say we was coming there right away.
· We got to A&E and they done more blood test and x-rays by the time this was all done and the test was back it was too late for them to do a CT. they wanted to keep my mother in hospital, but she really did not like hospitals so it was agreed to allow her to come home and for us to be at the hospital at 09:00 on the 11/06/2014 to have the CT done we was told we would be at the hospital all day as they wanted the results of the CT before we left the doctors was still saying it could be her gallbladder but her liver was very enlarged which could be due to the gallbladder.
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· On the 11/06/2014 we went to the hospital for 09:00 and she had the CT at around 09:30 I saw Dr steel come onto the day unit around 12:00 and went into a room, I knew there was something wrong and I believe so did my mother as she said he had been in there a long time. I said maybe he had come out and we had not seen him to try and stop her worrying. at around 15;45 Dr Steel came out of the room and walked towards us and asked us to come into the room.
· We were told the news that the breast cancer had metastasis, I asked how many growths and he could not say, he said that the oncologist doctor and nurse was on the way down to see us.
· The doctor a nurse came to see us I again asked how bad it was had many growths was in the liver the doctor told us that it was severe, and it was in the spine and ribs. That they were trying to book a CT biopsy and bone scan, this would be for the next day or the Monday. I broke down at the news how could this have been missed.
· My mum was put on a lot of tablets to try and bring the enlarged liver down; she did not want to stay in hospital.
· When we left the hospital, I went to my sisters to tell her the news she knew by my face it was bad when she opened the door. That day the family was all told.
· We were all up and down the hospital a great deal from this point, the doctors gave my mother 6 to 12 months without treatment and 18+ with treatment. but there was still a huge problem as they wanted to treat her with chemo, which they had not done in 2011 due to her being on Clozapine both drugs have an effect on the white blood cells.
· I asked how they could treat with chemo now but could not do this in 2011 they never replied to that. They said they were going try a very low dose of chemo which I would have to give daily for 2 weeks then I would give white blood cell injections the 3rd week when she was not on the chemo tablets and at the start of each session, she would have to go to the chemo day unit and have a drip due to it being HER2.
· The problem was they gave her an overdose of the chemo tablets and I did not know. so, I should have been giving her 500mg X two times a day I was giving my mother 1500mg x two times a day.
· My mum went downhill very fast from when the 1st session started, when she had her next appointment before the 2nd session was due to start my mother looked very ill and was not eating or drinking.
· The doctor even said how ill she looked but carry
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· on with the 2nd session of treatment but did not notice the mistake on the dose of chemo I was giving my mother.
· I called the hospital 2 times after the 2nd session of chemo had started and was told to just give her more tablets to start the diarrhoea, 9 days into the 2nd session I demanded my mum needed to be in hospital
· we were told after hours on the phone to the hospital to take her to A&E by the on-call oncologist doctor.
· I took my mother to A&E on the 27/08/2014 where they took her in right away and done blood tests.
· They could see how ill she looked she could now not even walk by this time.
· They stopped the chemo right away as I believe this is when they saw the mistake on the drug dose.
· We were told they needed to get fluids into my mother, and she was taken to the ward.
· We were not told my mother was in acute kidney failure.
· On the 28/08/2014 it was the Macmillan nurse who told my sister about the dose of chemo.
· And on the 29/08/2014 it was also the Macmillan nurse that told the family about acute kidney failure, the family asked my mother’s oncologist doctor 4 times about the acute kidney failure on the 29/08/2014 and was told 4 times that it was not nothing to do with her Kidneys it was the cancer.
· On the day of the 29/08/2014 a drug was put onto my mother chart of Codeine Phosphate.
· The family left the hospital at around 19:15
· and I always went back to the hospital around 21:00 to 21:30 on returning to my mother’s room I could hear there was something really wrong.
· The nurse asked if my mother had been like this all day,
· I told her no she was fine when I left at 19:15.
· My mother went downhill very fast this night all the family came to the hospital my mother passed away 9 hours after being given the drug Codeine Phosphate.
· Codeine Phosphate should never have been given to someone on Clozapine there are only 2 out comes and one of them is death.
· We are still waiting for causes of death.
· On the 07/06/2014 a member of the family Dwayne Edwards was having a going away party as he was due to travel the world for 12 months.
· Most of the family was there including my son Simon Cordell.
· The party was held in a hall
· I did not stay long as my mother was not well, but she did want to go for a few hours due to not seeing Dwayne for many months, we stayed around 2 hours and then I took my mother to my home where she stayed with me.
· On the date of 22/11/2014 Simon was at home with his friend josh, they were working on bits for the company to try and take Simon mind of things
· Simon at this stage was really unwell and unstable.
· It would seem police was at Simon Flat outside tiring to get in this was late at night.
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· They could not get the code to the main door and went back to the police station where they seem to have got Simon mobile number and made calls trying to get the code for his main door.
· They did say it was police and Simon got very scared why the police wanted his door code to get in to see him the police would not give him the reason as to why they needed the main door code or the police numbers they would not give a reason as to why they wanted to see him.
· This did not just scare the life out of Simon but also Josh and Simon just wanted to get out of the flat.
· Simon made a call to me and told me what had happened I told him to come to my house.
· He would not even use his car as he was so scared of what was going on, he did not even know for fact it was the police that had made the calls to his mobile.
· Him and josh left the flat and would not even go the way he as a rule uses to get to my house.
· They went down Green Street over the train station and walked down Mollison Ave then got on to the river lee and walked along to come out by Ponders End train station where they were meeting his sister Deon in a cab to get them to my house.
· It was really raining that night and then they got here they was very wet.
· I made calls to the police in fact 3 calls as I put a complaint in at what was going on as the police for some reason at this stage kept going to his flat for unknown reasons and he was not stable enough and very scared and was not coping.
· I did let Josey know what was going on each time.
· I do have my phone bill with all the phone calls listed to police via 101 calls via my home phone if this would be needed.
· This is without all the phone calls Simon made himself to police. And he has some police officers’ numbers.
· In the end an inspector stag I think his name was called and at 1st spoke to Simon, I was still not happy with what was going on so again made a call and asked for the inspector to call me back which he did some time later that day I think, on that call it lasted around 1 hour maybe a little longer I explained everything that was going on
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with the police and Simon on that call and he said he would get the police to stop going to his Flat.
· The police did pull Josh and Simon that night on the 23/11/2014 which had now been added to the ASBO application, which also made Simon very scared even more.
· They asked Simon and Josh what they were up to Simon told the police why they were out on the street that they were scared due to the calls they had for his main door code and said the person that called said it was the police, at this the police officers told him they were in fact the ones that had made the calls to him.
· But did not still tell him the reason they wanted to see him at his Flat.
· I do believe the police was watching and just doing all this to intimidate him as they knew he was really not well at this time.
· They did a search on both Simon and Josh and did checks then let them go.
· Simon and josh were not on drugs the pair of them was really scared at what was going on, and Simon was really unstable.
· The police and inspector at Edmonton Police Station would have all the CADs from the calls that were made on the 22/11/2014 and the 23/11/2014.
· the way in which this day has been added to this ASBO application is beyond words as if was not for the fact the police was harassing my son still my son would have been in his home with his friend,
· I do believe the police was doing this to make my son more unstable in his health.
· The police were going so far with going round his Flat all the time for no reason, when people from the AMHP team went out to do an assessment due to how unstable he was at this time it was late, when they got there, they called me and said why are the police there I said I did not know why but
· I was really upset due to the police was not stopping with him.
· Simon was going mad, and the assessment team told the police to leave him alone.
· I was still on the phone at the time to the assessment team and they asked the police why they were there,
· I heard what the police told them why they were there, they said they had a call from 1ST they said 112 then they said 122 then they gave a next-door number, which I did not hear right they did not know what to say to the assessment team they were mixing everything up.
· the police left but due to the state Simon was in the assessment team felt it better to leave and not upset him any more than he was already due to what the police was doing just keep turning up at his flat for no reason.
· All he kept saying is why does the police not leave me alone. I have done nothing wrong.
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· The assessment team went to Simon flat the next day with no luck to getting to see him they spoke to him at the door, but Simon would not open the door, they could clearly see he was not stable at all and did not want to push it. So, left he kept saying the police just need to leave him alone he not done anything and was not leaving his flat.
· The assessment team left it around 5 days to a week I think before they tried again this time Simon did let them in and spoke to them this was on the 25/11/2015.
· On Friday the 12/12/2015 the police went to Kemp Hall committee centre looking for Simon again.
· The police are still popping round now and then just to keep him at a low and not feel safe. This can be the only reason the police keep doing this.
· They know his heath is not good due to everything over the years the police have been doing to him they have not left him alone since he was a young age. I am not saying my son has done nothing wrong in his life as that is not true but the way in which the police have carried on it like nothing I have ever seen, this has put the whole family in a state, this being worse over the last 2 years Simon heath has got worse over the last 2 years, and this is due to what the police are doing.
· There was also a complaint put into the IPCC on the 11/11/2014 about the police and what they were doing and about the ASBO and his PNC record.
· from 2013/2014 there was an issue with my son's insurance not showing up on the MID database, as the court will be aware as the police have said this in the ASBO, it was recorded on the police system, and we had tried to work out what the issue was by calling the MID database people and the police and his insurance company many times.
· I also wrote many emails, even the police tried to work out what was wrong. But this did not stop his vehicles getting seized at the weekend when his insurance company was closed. The police were always told when he got stopped to check their systems as they would see there is an error and that showed on the police system, my son always carried his insurance documents to show police. But police still seized his vehicles they did not care what was said on the police system or my son had his insurance documents.

· Due to this my son driving licence is a mess for no fault of his own summons have not been received so dates were not known that he was due to be in court, so he was found guilty, I have written many emails to courts to get cases reopened.
· On two cases we had to file statutory declaration with the court. One of these cases is awaiting appeal.
· But on the 14/11/2013 my son was in Brixton, the police were doing stop checks but let my son pass, he was on his way to a meeting so not long after the police checks my son pulled over to the side of the road just outside where the meeting was due to take place about a job.
· He was with a friend Dean Read and Dean got out of the vehicle to go to a shop and buy drinks and food as they had got to the meeting around 1 hour early so needed to wait my son stayed in the vehicle, and then a police officer came to the vehicle and said he was not insured.
· My son got his insurance documents to show the police officer. And also made a call to his insurance company where he passed his phone to the police officer so they could talk to them. it was confirmed to the police he was in fact insured.
· But the police officer was not happy with this so called his insurance company again this time saying my son had tools in his vehicle.
· The police officer would have known by looking at my son's insurance documents this would void my son's insurance, and this was confirmed by his insurance company. For what reason the police officer did this I still do not know.
· My son was really upset, and calls were also made to me, I spoke to one of the police officers and he did confirm there were no tools. but this did not stop the other officer from doing what he was doing. My son asked for an inspector to come which one did and the inspector went with what the police officer was saying. my son would not take the ticket the officer wanted to give him and asked to me arrested, that this was not correct what the police was doing.
· The vehicle was seized, and my son taken to the police station. Where he was later released with no charge, but they made him sign the ticket and accept it.
· I made calls to the police again and put complaints in about what had gone on. but the police had gone of duty and would not be back on for 5 days. all I was told is we can take it to court and prove it. my son’s insurance company was also making his insurance void. So, there were many calls made to the police on 101. it was due to this a very nice lady told me that to tell my son to go to the compound as they would have to make a list of what was in any vehicles seized due to them becoming liable. I sent emails to the compound as we only had the week end my son’s insurance was due to be stopped at 12.00 on the 25/11/2013 and I was also forwarding them over to
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· his insurance company so they got them as soon as they opened on the Monday.
· I called the insurance company as soon as they opened on the Monday also and they said they would try and contact the compound that they would not stop his insurance until they heard something.
· Later that afternoon i got an email asking if Simon could go to the compound and call Kelly Tiller at KGM and the phone number was given in the email.
· But due to the time if he had left then by the time, he got to the compound his insurance company would have been closed so I wrote an email saying this and saying he would attend the police compound in the morning on the 26/11/2013 which he did and spoke to a manager who confirmed to Kelly Tiller on the phone there was no tools listed on the seizer notice and nothing taken out of the vehicle. if tools were in the vehicle when it came to the compound they would have been placed in safe storage and returned when the vehicle was picked up.
· Each time the vehicles have been seized he had to pay to get them out of the compound.
· The summons for this did come and I sent it off with a not guilty plea via email, but it was what the police officer had written in his statement that shocked me, there was nothing about any tools.
· I was still trying to get all the information for the insurance company for court I put in a number of subject access requests which they did not deal with.
· On the 26/11/2014 my son was found guilty at Wimbledon court. For no insurance due to using the vehicle as business use. My son’s insurance is trade insurance but not for odd jobs which the police officer had said. My son was banned for driving got a fine and points from the court. On that day my son’s heath was not good and the fact he was doing this case himself did worry me he was not up to it. on this day we put an appeal in which the court accepted.
· This appeal was heard at Kingston upon Thames Crown Court on the 05/03/2015 but this time I had got the information form my son’s insurance and had the audios of the 14/11/2013 between the police officer and KGM and what he said to them, and the audio from the police compound and Kelly Tiller the email the compound had sent to Kelly Tiller, a Letter of indemnity and a section 9 witness statement.
· The judge found my son not guilty and was appalled by what the police office had done, this was the 2nd time the police office lied to a judge under oath. The judge ordered the police officer not to leave the court building. it was also noted that the
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police did not have a 101 book his statement was not dated and was only a copy, and the police officer told the judge that the seizer ticket had been lost that he given my son.
· The judge ordered the real ones to be in court he wanted them.
· The remarks the Judge made showed he was not happy the judge also order the audio files stay on file and told the CPS he needed to inform the right persons as to what had gone on.
· The judge released us from court.
· There is a complaint with the IPCC about this.
· There is also the fact that the police know that the public order unit at Scotland Yard hold the people names that set these parties up.
· we have asked for this information, but it has not been given.
· I have spoken to the public order unit a Val tanner and DS Chapman and have been told by them they took over dealing with raves from the Croydon Rave which has been said in this ASBO the fact is they only have my son’s name on their system’s once and that was when he was arrested at carpet right.
· I know for a fact due to information I have gather since this ASBO was given to my son that the public order unit in fact knows who the organisers was are to the raves my son is said to have done.
· there are facts on the 6th June the there was a party due to take place in Essex the public order unit had been in contact with the organiser of this party which was to last the 6th 7th 8th June 2014 for the weeks before it was due to take place.
· on the day of the 6th the police sent helicopters out in the Essex area to find the location of the private party, the police helicopters did find the location and within 10mins police was at the location. Essex police officer found the person they were looking for and handed a police dispersal order for the people that was there at the location and an order that he could not setup within the next 24 hours.
· Simon was not anywhere near Essex and was not planning on going to Essex. that day or any other day.
· The private party got moved to a new location by the person and this was Progress Way, Enfield, so how police can blame my son for this party is beyond me they have it on the police systems and know it was not my son.
· I believe all the dates my son is changed with in this ASBO the police already have on their systems at the public order unit at Scotland Yard who was the real organisers and that was not my son.
· On the 19/07/2014 police at the public order unit at Scotland Yard had also contacted the person they knew was the organiser.
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· Each date in this ASBO the police say my son was the organiser the police already have the information on the police public order unit at Scotland Yard system as to who done this, and this was not my son.
· I believe this ASBO beaches Article 6 of ECHR is a person's right to a fair hearing.
· If information is withheld from the court that would show my son is innocent with the intention of causing a guilty verdict to be returned,
· that is perverting the course of the justice/
· conspiracy to pervert the course of justice
· and, quite possibly, misconduct in public office/
· conspiracy to commit misconduct in public office on the part of those involved, if police officer, local government officers, civil servants, government officers.
· Where a verdict or decision is made by a court as a result of pertinent information being withheld and which no court or judge would have made had that pertinent information been made available, the verdict/decision is said to be perverse. It also goes against natural justice.
· Any public authority or person whose function is known to be public, like a police officer, who acts in a way that is incompatible with a person’s rights under the European Convention on Human Rights, acts unlawfully according to Section 6(1), Human Rights Act 1998.
· I do believe if the police disclosed the information that is held at the police public order unit at Scotland Yard this would show my son as innocent.

· This is the reply to the new information in statement from police about the stop on the 23/11/2014
· On this date Simon was at home with his friend josh, they were working on bits for the company to try and take Simon mind of things Simon at this stage was really unwell and unstable.
· I believe this started on the 22/11/2014 it would seem police was at Simon Flat outside tiring to get in this was late at night.
· They could not get the code to the main door and went back to the police station where they seem to have got Simon mobile number and made calls trying to get the code for his main door.
· They did say it was police and Simon got very scared why the police wanted his door code to get in to see him and they would not give a reason.
· This did not just scare the life out of Simon but also Josh and Simon just wanted to get out of the flat.
· He would not even use his car as he was so scared of what was going on, he did not even know for fact it was the police that had made the calls to his mobile.
· Him and josh left the flat and would not even go the way he as a rule uses to get to my house.
· They went down Green Street over the train station and walked down Mollison Ave then got on to the river lee and walked along to come out by ponders end train station where they were meeting his sister Deon in a cab to get them to my house.
· It was really raining that night and then they got here they was very wet.
· I made calls to the police in fact 3 calls as I put a complaint in at what was going on as the police for some reason at this stage kept going to his flat for unknown reasons and he was not stable enough and very scared and was not coping.
· I did let Josey know what was going on each time.
· Please see attached calls to 101 calls that was made I have cut them out of my phone bill but do have my full phone bill saved.
· This is without all the phone calls Simon made himself to police there is lists of them.
· and he has some police officers’ numbers.
· In the end an inspector stag I think his name was called and at 1st spoke to Simon,
· I was still not happy with what was going on so again made a call and asked for the inspector to call me back which he did some time later that day I think, on that call it lasted around 1 hour maybe a little longer
· I explained everything that was going on with the police and Simon on that call and he said he would get the police to stop going to his Flat.
· The police did pull Josh and Simon that night which also made Simon very scared even more.
· they asked Simon and Josh what they were up to Simon told the police why they were out that they were scared due to the calls they had for his main door code and said the person that called said it was the police, at this they told him they were in fact the ones that had made the calls to him.
· But did not still tell him the reason they wanted to see him at his Flat.
· I do believe the police was watching and just doing all this to intimidate him as they knew he was really not well at this time.
· They did a search on both Simon and Josh and did checks then let them go.
· Simon and josh were not on drugs the pair of them was really scared at what was going on,
· and Simon was really unstable.
· The police are taking the piss adding this in the ASBO
· and I want the complaint calls and call info.
· And I want the audio of this how dare they say this they knew how ill Simon was and just kept pushing it.
· the police were going so far with going round his Flat all the time for no reason, when people went out to do an assessment it was late when they got there, they called me and said why are the police there I said I did not know why but I was really upset due to the police was not stopping with him.
· Simon was going mad and the assessment team told the police to leave him alone.
· I was still on the phone at the time to the assessment team and they asked the police why they were there, I heard what the police told them why they were there, they said they had a call from 1st they said 112 then they said 122 then they gave a next-door number, which I did not hear right they did not know what to say to the assessment team they were mixing everything up. the police left but due to the state Simon was in the assessment team felt it better to leave and not upset him any more than he was already due to what the police was doing just keep turning up at his Flat for no reason.
· The assessment team went to Simon Flat the next day with no luck to getting to see him they spoke to him at the door but Simon would not open the door, they could clearly see he was not stable at all and did not want to push it.
· So, left he kept saying the police just need to leave him alone he not done anything and was not leaving his flat. The assessment team left it around a week I think before they tried again this time Simon did let them in and spoke to them this was on the 25/11/2015

· On Friday the 12/12/2015 the police went to Kemp hall committee centre looking for Simon again.
· And they still pop up now and then just to keep him at a low and not feel safe.
· The police know full well what they are doing and know they have been breaking the law.
· I would also like to address this issue as I know this is going into court tomorrow re discloser.
· I want to seek an injunction against the Met Police under the European Convention on Human Rights.
· I want an application to put in tomorrow for High Court for an interim order under the Protection from Harassment Act, Article 6 of ECHR is a person's right to a fair hearing.
· If information is withheld from the court that would show your son is innocent with the intention of causing a guilty verdict to be returned, that is perverting the course of the justice/conspiracy to pervert the course of justice and, quite possibly, misconduct in public office/conspiracy to commit misconduct in public office on the part of those involved, if police officer, local government officers, civil servants, government officers.
· Where a verdict or decision is made by a court as a result of pertinent information being withheld and which no court or judge would have made had that pertinent information been made available, the verdict/decision is said to be perverse. It also goes against natural justice.
· Any public authority or person whose function is known to be public, like a police officer, who acts in a way that is incompatible with a person’s rights under the European Convention on Human Rights, acts unlawfully according to Section 6(1), Human Rights Act 1998.
· The other day, I reckoned up the breaches of ECHR against your family by the Met Police.
· They have violated at least 22 different rights under ECHR.
· I suspect there are multiple violations of these rights.
· It is one of the worst cases of human rights violations by police I have come across.
· If this were to be revealed in an open court, Sir Bernard Hogan-Howe would be forced to resign or be sacked. His position would be untenable.
· There is also evidence of repeated racial discrimination and profiling, as well as harassment.
· This is what they are doing by withholding the information from the public order unit at Scotland Yard also known as National Public Order Intelligence Unit.
· And the Judge needs to know this tomorrow.
· Under Article 6 of ECHR is a person's right to a fair hearing. Discloser should be given if the discloser they are trying not to give would cause a guilty verdict in this case it will.
· And I have a lot more information that needs to be added Under the ECHR rules that the court must look at.
· The fact is the police have it on their systems that these dates was not Simon but due to how much the police hate Simon and my family they have made up statements that will found him guilty knowing that not to be fact.
· They are using CADs from a next party they let go on yet Crown Road parties had been going on for months.
· And add all the CADs from these parties to the one they are saying Simon and Tyrone set up knowing this is not fact.
· And again, setting my family up when they have this information at the public order unit at Scotland Yard as to who set this party up and all the others.
· If this does not show how much the police hate my family, I don't think nothing else will and they are getting away with it and nothing is getting done
· all we are told is Simon is going to get this ASBO there is nothing he can do but grass up people to show he did not do this why should he have to give names out.
· The police already have them.
· The Burglary from 2013/2014 the police let a person get away with insurance fraud, they pined everything on to Simon

In terms of the number of events there was one further rave that took place on 25th March 2013 at Progress Way, other than this occurrence I have provided you with the dates and locations of all the illegal raves/parties that are recorded on our database as well as all other data we hold that you requested. The rave on March 25th, 2013, was attended by the Out of Hours Noise Team, assistance was requested from the police, but they were unable to help on that occasion. The events at Crown Road were over a period of several weeks not months, during which time we were in regular contact with the new site owners who worked to get the site secured and the power turned off. The Out of Hours Noise Team undertook observations of the noise during the event on May 31st/June 1st but did not visit the party as the team decided that it was unsafe to do so due to the nature and location of the event and provided information to the daytime officer who ensured the owners undertook the necessary works. The complaints received on Sunday June 8th were all received after the council’s Out of Hours Service had finished at 03:00 and therefore no response was possible. The Out of Hours Team respond to all complaints received but will only visit a premise where it is safe for them to do so and in the case of illegal raves/parties quite often there are officer safety issues which prevent visits at night-time during the event, unless police support can be gained. Following illegal raves/parties we do make every effort to get a building secured as soon as possible to prevent the same thing happening again.

· Both Police and Council would both be well aware of the situation.
· I am obviously aware through my dealings with this case that Simon CORDELL has said he is a member of the committee at Kempe Hall.
· I am aware that Kempe Hall has recently been taken back into the possession of Enfield Council due to the way that it was being run.

· As listed above are the names of some events I was working within.
· Mainly before the interim stage of the Asbo and while other ongoing court proceeding progressed to which I was being accused of such as, the Gazebo case to which I rightfully found not guilty towards in my plea of innocence.
· I had a curfew so could not stay with the equipment over night and as a company getting ready to start to trade, I could not afford the higher of an experienced employee, so in turn I lost the contracts and lost faith in the justice system that was the main contribution towards the key elements need to cause myself to lose the contracts
· I and others had worked so hard to gain these contracts, due to the value of the products being left on sites overnight and the curfew it was impossible to comet myself to a contract of hire any longer.
· at the same time the probationary conditions thought the interim stage imposed that represented the ASBO order made it even harder to continue forward than it already was.

· My company name was registered on the 10/03/2015 and this was shown to the court at trial.
· I think there was a mistake in how I explained myself and due to this think you believe my company had been registered before this date.
· However, what I was trying to explain was my domains had been registered since 2010, and 2013.
· The reason my company was not registered in 2013, which it was meant to be was due to the court case and the conditions of bail I was on.
· I could not do the contracts I had in 2013 so my company was put on hold until after I was found not guilty at court on the 02/07/2014.
· But then as soon as I had been found not guilty for that case, I then had to deal with this ASBO order.

· On Wednesday 10th 2014, in regard to obtaining Mr Simon Cordell’s role also inclusive of any more information that could be obtained relating to him at Kemp Hall Community Hall.
· Diana Johnson hall manager was unavailable due to being sick, PC Elsmore spoke to assistant Hailey “Football Team Manager” who stated she was not sure of Mr Cordell role and had not seen him for about Two months in advance to the last meeting to which he had attended due to being ill.

· Regards Kemp Hall, I Simon Cordell was given a business card by a friend of a woman name as Lavinia De-Terville.
· Her business card represented a company known as Dem’s event management who provides licensed outdoor and indoor events,
· so, I called the number in hope of making good relations relating to professional business possibilities, a meeting was agreed and went well.
· I was later contacted by Dems Management to help with the on goings of a charity event in •’id of a charity called Bliss that helps premature babies, this event had been cancelled and was supposed to have taken place at another community hall other than Kemp Hall to which she had lost her deposit.
· I arranged another meeting with her and asked her to bring all documents for the event so I could see if there was a way to rectify the problems.
· I took on the project to re-launch the event at a new location and Kemp Hall was chosen, a meeting was arranged at Kemp Hall for 19th September 2014 with Diana Hall manager and Dem.
· at the meeting I noticed the community halls absinth of articles of association and the down full in the maintenance of the hall, it was explained by Diana that she was having issues with managing the hall due to a lack of communication with committee members and local Authority and that the hall was absent of licensing and no constitution was in place neither funding.
· on taking a tour of the hall I took a list of problems I could fore see for holding an event for Dem’s and that could be rectified for Diana.

· This person said they had been at my flat earlier but could not get the entrance code to my front door,
· And they had returned to the police station to call me and get the door code,
· I thought of this to be out of place.
· I asked for the police officers badge number to which the person speaking would not give it to me,
· This made me not believe this was a police officer I was in fact speaking to.
· I would not give the door code out, on putting the phone

· I called my mother who told me and Josh to come to her house, my mother had been cooking something to eat so I turned everything off and left my flat with Josh.
· We walked along Green Street, towards Brimsdown train station going towards the river lee.
· I had called my sister and she agreed to pick us up in a cab at Ponders End train station as it was raining very badly.
· As we were walking the police pulled us over, they said they were the police care team and asked us what we were doing.
· I told the police what had happened about the call and was told it was them that had called me for the door code.
· They said that they had been at my flat early and could not get in so, had gone back to the police station to get my number to call me to get my door code.
· I asked why they wanted my door code and why they wanted to see me, they would not tell.
· We both got searched by the police and then let go, me and my friend Josh was not under the influence of drugs, and the police never found anything on us when they searched us both.
· They asked Josh why a boy from East London was in North London and he told them to see his friend.
· I called my mother again and was really upset as the police was not leaving me alone.
· I had done nothing wrong and never went out of my flat anymore, but the police kept coming to my flat when they wanted.
· When we got to Ponders end my sister was waiting in a cab, which we got into and went to my mother’s home, my sister then left in the cab to go home.
· My mother was really upset and made a call to the police at 02:04 to find out what was going on and why the police kept turning up at my flat CAD 1129:23/11/2014.
· She was told that I called the police, she asked me and Josh if we had called the police which me and Josh replied no to,
· I told her I had only called the police after the police had called me.
· She carried on talking to the police on the phone.
