Notes Negligence generally consists of five elements, including the following: (1) a duty of care owed by the 

defendant to the plaintiff; (2) a breach of that duty; (3) an actual causal connection between the 

defendant's conduct and the resulting harm; (4) proximate cause, which relates to whether the harm was 

foreseeable. 
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
